Problem setting. In the activity of any enterprise staff stimulation plays a huge role, as to
the motivation of an employee to perform its work effectively and efficiently. This work will
cover the cost of the employer to organize economic activity, labor and get some profit. But
profits are not used only for the needs of the employer, and goes to the payment of taxes to
the budget, the expansion of activities, etc. Thus, staff stimulation plays an important role for
the whole economy. This system of stimulation that is used on domestic enterprises should be
built first and foremost on the interests of workers, because create it for them.

Analysis of recent publications. The significance of the problem of motivation of profes-
sional activity defined scope and intensity of the theoretical and practical research in man-
agement, where great attention was paid to the study of nature motifs, patterns of motivational
sphere of personality, motivation connection with the results of the company and so on. The
problem of stimulating labour abroad and in Ukraine has been studied by many researchers
and scientists. In particular, these aspects have been reflected in the works of 1. Demko,
N. Kabushkyn, A. Kolot, I. Kulinich, A. Szegdy, R. Shackleton. The works of these scholars
laid the methodological foundation for understanding the motivations and staff stimulation.

Singling out of previously unsolved parts of the general problem. Nowadays in the
current conditions of the economy and society the issue implementing an effective system
staff stimulation of companies that really can motivate the employee to effectively and effi-
ciently carry out their duties, facilitate the coordination of their personal goals and industry,
and help keep highly skilled staff. But in our country has accumulated enough theoretical
and practical experience to build a motivational system based on individual needs and motiva-

tions and desires of a particular employee and the company.

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The purpose of the article is to review existing approaches and methods for staff stimu-
lation Ukrainian and Polish enterprises to enhance creative incentive systems aimed at domes-
tic enterprises.

Presenting main material. "Motivation" and "stimulation" two close concepts, however,
if the notion of "stimulus" is used mainly to refer to material or moral incentives, the "motive"
is used more broadly and covers all aspects of employee behavior [1]. It should be noted that
the West understood the problem of employee motivation is much broader than in Ukraine.
On the domestic enterprises to assume that people work only for money. Of course, the issue
of wages to be important, but if the company gives the employee the opportunity to attend
training to improve their professional knowledge and skills or subscription to a fitness club,
the more likely the employee will take advantage of this offer, while his loyalty increase.
It should be noted that the development time in the world there are many changes in manage-
ment personnel: every year the practice introduced or that innovation. Of course, changes oc-
cur in encouraging staff, new methods and tools.

Thus, stimulation of labour is external prompting, that affect human behavior at work,
there are shell personnel motivation both material and non-material, performing at the same
three functions: regarding to the economic function, it contributes to improving production
efficiency, which is expressed in increasing productivity and product quality. Moral function
is directed at forming an active life position by means of labour stimulus, creating high moral
social climate in the society. The social function manifests itself in the formation of the social
structure of the society through various levels of income, which, in its turn, depends on the
effects of incentives on different people [2].

Traditionally material and non-material stimulation are distinguished. So, if we consider
the foreign and our experience stimulation staff in Poland and Ukraine, experience in Poland
will be more developed. Non-material stimulation allows the employee to feel their im-
portance, confidence and professional competence. Material stimulation improves intensity,
productivity and quality of work, which results in money [3].

To increase the intensity of labor in Ukraine material and non-material stimulation were im-
plemented and constantly improved the During last decades enterships in Ukraine are actively
working on implementing motivation system, which is one of the important directions inside the
enterprise, which allows to develop not only the staff but also the company as a whole.

Table 1 include the methods of material and non-material staff motivation in
Ukraine (Table 1).

Non-material
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It should be noted that the construction of the motivation system in domestic enterprises
often do not take into account individual priorities of people belonging to different groups de-
pending on age, gender, status, nature, different situations, etc. [4].

Quite often not taken into account the fact that after a while there comes a point at which
even the most perfect mechanism of motivation may be outdated and encourage employee
ceases to perceive a threat or that become routine for him [5].

Poland also has its secrets, principles and ways in stimulation staff. Polish enterprises exists
the most common principle of formulating factory payment systems. The main essenced this
principle to assign the law to enterprises (at its own cost and under specific economic conditions)
to rebuild the system of salary, so that most of the earnings depends on the labour effectiveness.
Gradually, the increase of minimum wage rate per hour takes place in Poland, them 1 January
2017 throughout all enterprises the rate is 13 gross / h. Gross salary represent wages received and
indiceted in civil contracts. The salary after deducting all amounts, this is net salary.

In terms of material and non-material stimulation in Poland, can distinguish certain fea-
tures (Table 2).

- due to the term of service and age;

- the optimal wage differentiation. For example, a salary of top executives at "LG Elec-
tronics" exceeds the new hired employees’ salary in 7-8 times;

- giving valuable gifts, etc.

- using privilege system for permanent workers: bonus for a family, fare to the place od
work, medical and social insurance, payment on social needs and others;

- at a certain working workplace, every worker, can become the "leader" of the
Non-material line/process, for whom the material rewards and moral incentives are used to solve the
problem of unfair assessment;

- using the practice of privacy protection the privilege system. Thus it solves the prob-
lem that occurs at work, namely the feeling of an unfair assessment

Material

Based on these table, we can say that our neighbors more effectively solve the problem
that occurs on their workers' sense of unfair assessment. Comparative characteristics of staff
stimulation in Ukrainian and Polish enterprises includes Table 3 [6; 7].

Currently, in Polish enterprises as well in Ukrainian enterprises the great important is mate-

rial stimulation particularly the salary. Also it is very essential to set the minimum level of the
wades in the country. If we cooperate the minimum wages in Poland and Ukraine it will be con-
sequently: 2000 PLN (approximate 13000 grn) for Poland and 3200 grn for Ukraine. Even if we
compare this material factors at staff motivation in the enterprises the polish enterprises will be
on the top. So it follows the workers who work for Polish enterprises will be more interested in
non-material factor at stimulation, because with material stimulation is everything good.

Conclusions and suggestions. The effectiveness of any enterprise depends on the proper-
ly created system of motivation. Taking into account the foreign and native experience it is
necessary to develop new means of using an individual approach for each worker starting
from their workplace and finishing by the employees’ interests, depend on the type of his/her
character, age, gender, skills, relationships material and non-material stimulus, situation on
the labor market and so on.
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Use of “big data” and data store room in analytical investigations requires review of the approaches to forming meta-
information description of economic indexes to submit them to the users of comprehensive information concerning these indexes
and opportunity to evaluate their quality . Within the article, considering providing the data quality, the hierarchy structure and
content of meta-information environment of the economic data Classifier, its main functions and measures on preparing its form-
ing are defined, content of the main information objects to support descriptions of economic indexes is considered, as well indi-
vidual problem aspects that are necessary to be considered by practical implementing are lightened. Of metainformational envi-
ronment is offered within the article that shall provide creation of comprehensive information concerning the data of analytical
researches and will be useful by forming repository of metadata, data store room, informational portal.
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Problem setting. Addressing to "big data" (hereinafter — BD) as for compulsory source of
information with the purpose of deepening analytical researches and using for them data
warehouse (DW) as aggregated information resource comprising consolidated information
from all problematic sphere, requires reviewing the approaches to creating meta-information
concerning economic indicators (hereinafter — indicators) for it further submitting to the users
that will be able on its base evaluate data quality. BD are considered as data that are character-
ized by very big amount, high speed of their accumulating and variability, that require effi-
cient and consumable innovative methods of processing , and are used as additional to tradi-
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tional sources of information (statistic or administrative data, data of own production systems)
and are received from open data sources, for instance such social data sources “Twitter”, “Fa-
cebook” and others) and searching engines (search in the Internet, reviewing web sites). BD
comprise new information, facts and interrelations that were not possible to research before
by practical means. Integration of indicators and identifiers received from this information for
DW with the purpose of creation high quality products shall require deep details of data con-
text to compare such indexes and indicators with the results received by using target methods
of information collecting. Metadata concerning consolidated in DW information should give
opportunity to evaluate the level of completeness, integrity, consistency and adequacy of the
received from it information model of problematic sphere with the purpose of efficient use by
analytical researches. For their unambiguous definition, coding in the documents (reports,
publications and others) and IS objects (files, data base tables and others), information ex-
change, the Classifier of economic indicators (hereinafter — CEI) has got an important role.

The core of modern information system (hereinafter — IS), targeted for conducting grounded
and comprehensive social and economic research of the society state, usually data fund is accepted,
in which indicators are coordinated under CEI. Data integration out of various types of information
resources complicates the work with CEI implementing, since the same indicators in various
sources can be named in different ways, and various indicators can have the same names.To solve
efficiently the problem with providing IS functioning, submitting for the users access to clear com-
prehensive information concerning the indicators and opportunity to evaluate their quality , an im-
portant role is played by creating detailed metadata referring indicators content as information en-
vironment of CEI (hereinafter — MIE of CEI) as a complex of information objects (hereinafter —
10), that are usually comprised in metadata repository (hereinafter -MDR).With this purpose, it is
necessary to define structure and content of MIE of CEI addressing to the experience of interna-
tional statistics, in particular, to use of the type model of statistic information (Generic Statistical
Information Model, hereinafter — GSIM) [1], under the specification of which [2], it is possible to
determine main requirements to meta-information which is necessary for the user and IS function-
ing considering methods of information technologies implementing (hereinafter — TI).

Analysis of the recent researches and publications. There is a detailed report in the Specifi-
cation GSIM [2] of principles of informational environment creation , as analogue to MIE of CEI,
that are used in production organized by definite process scheme, under which the classifiers are
considered in interaction with other 10, participating in implementing process components (here-
inafter — PC) of this scheme. National statistic organizations (hereinafter — NSO) have significant
experience of implementing and using these environment. Their infrastructure of supporting in
various NSO is grounded on active IS that have their own historic specifics, and, corresponding-
ly,problematics of the development of meta-informational components such as IS in different
countries has as well its peculiarities, that should be considered by elaborating own decisions.
Considering the issues connected with forming MIE of CEl, it is feasible to analyze and take into
consideration experience of D.W. Gillman [3], point of view of M. Scanu and C. Casagrande [4],
M. Eriksson [5], specialists of the Statistic Bureau of Sweden (hereinafter — SBS) [6] and NSO of
Slovenia [7], and providing quality control by means of MIE of CEI using — relevant manual of
the European Statistical System [8].

D.W. Gillman [3] offers the approaches to standardization of the term system considering
increasing efficiency of search engines in IS and on the web sites, defining on the base of
conducted taxonomic analysis group of characteristics under which the user can make search
of the statistic indicators.

M.Scanu and C.Casagrande [4] consider advantages in using IS in standard of GSIM con-
cerning description and access providing to the classifiers and variables. Herewith, they study
variables as an association between integrity unit and concepts connected with these charac-
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teristics complex. As well in [4], there is a conclusion concerning some classifiers versions
and samples of used algorithms of connecting in the IS inquired by the user micro and macro
data with reference metadata. Data context is researched in connection with statistic program,
process method, PC as a process step, input information and the results of PC performing.

M. Eriksson in [5] considers applied aspects of implementing searching functions to receive
statistic data and providing with metadata that allow to study and harmonize received data. As
well, within the work, principles used while research of accumulating detailed metadata registra-
tion as the means of providing the base of evaluating the quality of received data, are submitted.

From the point of view of practical metadata using connected with the indicators, the ex-
perience of SBS using MDR for creating production environment with high standardization
level, is very important [6]. In SBS, the based on GSIM data model is used, that is oriented
for description of input and output information flows for PC, recognizing different levels of
detailed information of the variables description as the identifiers of statistic indicators and
input information for their settlement.

NSO of Slovenia within the frames of creating the metadata base has elaborated the infra-
structure scheme of statistic metadata available for outside user as reference information to under-
stand statistic data and other aspects of statistic production. In [7], principles of using accepted
standards, methodology of creating and controlling reference metadata implemented in the proto-
type of programmed using to coordinate metadata base are researched, also complex view for the
process of creating and using reference data is submitted — from producing questionnaires and
receiving under them survey results to dissemination the processed results as statistic publications.

Defining of not solved before parts of general problem. Adapting the solutions of
GSIM Specification [2] to the problematic issues of the schemes of MIE of CEI producing is
not fully lightened in the domestic scientific sources.

Target setting. Aim of the research 1s considering this problem in part of the main aspects of
MIE of CEI using to provide data quality control in IS controlled by metadata, also provision for
the users MDR information with the purpose of analytical research and evaluation of received data.

Statement of the main material. MIE of CEI providing the access to necessary meta-
information has to fulfill in IS double function: providing automation of production process and
support of quality control conducting of the produced data by interested users. The latter is an
objective of the article. In practical sphere this function of MIE of CEI can be specified as the
following: providing data control quality the result of which can be considered definition of data
as relevant ones, accurate and safe, timely and punctual, unambiguous and comparative, acces-
sible and clear. Supporting on the provision stated in [8], let’s study these characteristics
through the prism of possibility their further definition with the help of metadata concerning
economic indicators as qualitative-quantitative description of the analysis object.

1. Relevance is a qualitative estimation of suitability for use by the users received indica-
tors at the current moment for potential use in future. Data can be considered relevant if they
are actual and refer to one set of objects . To analyze data relevance, the user should have the
access to information that could give the opportunity to define data correspondence to the
needs of use. For this information, in first turn, indicators definition and methodology descrip-
tion of their creation, is related.

2. Accuracy — is the level under which data correctly evaluate or describe figures and
characteristics that should be measured. By consolidating in IS information out of different
sources, there can arise the problem of accuracy evaluating. Mechanisms of problem solving
are opportunities to fix expert estimation, methodology of accuracy evaluation, formalizing
the process of accuracy estimation, definition of rules and means of cross data analysis by in-
formation consolidation out of different sources to avoid considerable discrepancies in indica-
tors with the same names, related to one object of observation or analysis on the definite time
period. Moreover, there in the IS should exist descriptive part with information under which

the user has opportunity to conduct estimation on his own, and for automatized processes of
estimation — formalized part. Reliability envisages that primary data, intermediate results and
output data are regularly estimated and checked as for accuracy; sampling errors and other
deviations are estimated, fixed and documented, corrections are analyzed for further im-
provement of production process.

3. Timeliness of data manifests time period starting from the event of phenomenon that
are described by it and within the period of which this information is left to be actual and re-
quires time complexity of all selected data sources. Punctuality of data envisages existence of
general acceptable list of the produced products and represents the level of timeliness of data
issue. Periodicity of the goods production should correspond to the requirement of users, in-
formation about that should be provided in beforehand mentioning possible deviations from
the estimated term of their providing. To provide timeliness and punctuality, there in the IS
should exist the graphics of works execution on collecting, proceeding, analysis and dessimi-
nation data/information.

4. Coherence and comparability represent connection of data as a level of their logic com-
bination, sequence, mutual coordination and its storing. Correspondence to these characteristics
means: 1) absence of conflicts among data and availability of obligatory connections between
them; 2) data collecting under single standards concerning the definitions, covering the units,
rules of classification; 3) data comparing that are submitted from various sources and with dif-
ferent periodicity, and their coordination in correspondence in the process of treatment;
4) providing coordination and uniqueness of definitions concerning the researched objects, indi-
cators, used terms and descriptive information relating possible data limiting. Comparability can
also envisage data continuality as presented in their history for the required period of time, and
constituency means absence of data duplication and their unique identification, as well impossi-
bility to use without explanations the same term for various definitions or data elements (for
instance, indexes, inquiries and feedbacks for them) and different conditions for one and the
same term or element of data, to input without explaining changes that shall influence on the
indicators meaning. The role of metadata by explaining possible changes that can arise within
time in concepts and methodologies, is defining.

5. Accessibility and clarity represent simplicity with what the user can understand appro-
priately use and analyze submitted to him in economic data type. Accessibility envisages fol-
lowing data by metadata and explanations to make easier correct interpretation and using the
received information, and clarity—availability of syntaxes rules of creating metadata descrip-
tion, definition of nick names, supporting various versions of meta descriptions in corre-
spondence with changes of the defined indicators. Providing the accessibility and clarity de-
mands metadata standardization, their descriptions unification, glossary availability appointed
for the users with explanations and comfortable navigation tools and search in the accessible
for the user segment of MDR.

Definition of quality characteristics is a defined way pointer concerning the content of 10
MIE of CEI that support indicators descriptions for these characteristics receiving. Creating
MIE of CEI requires preliminary definition of such aspects important for systematization of
understanding about available information resources, finding out the need in their unification
and standardization, for adding and extending existent conceptual framework (list of the
works in brackets correspond to the number of data quality characteristics, that corresponded
by the results of definite actions fulfilling):

— unambiguous indicators name and creating their conceptual description in correspond-
ence to details necessary for different groups of the users. It is obligatory to define for each
indicator the base that represents its essence as a complex of characteristics and peculiarities
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of the phenomenon, process, object not mentioning time conditions and location, as well
quantitative meaning of characteristics; (1, 4, 5)

— indicators connection with the same name, definitions of which are received out of dif-
ferent sources and/or are created by different algorithms, explanations concerning possible
fluctuations in meanings, possibility to compare data by indicators with the same names in
various forms of submitting/transfer/presenting (hereinafter submitting) of the information by
the results of performing various types of activity (statistic observations, compilation data out
of various sources , preparing publications, submitting information to the Internet and others)
and for different periods of research. The latter envisages storing “the history” of indicators
concerning the changes in methodology of its creating or in its characteristics (as it is recom-
mended in [5]), as well storing indicator description by terminating its action, if correspond-
ent to it data are available; (1, 4, 5)

— indicators content, their concurrent meta-information considering provision of infor-
mation requirements of all users, including evaluation of the level of the meanings corre-
spondence to the needs and details of the inquired information; (1, 3, 5)

— content and structure of time series with relevant explanations concerning creating these
rows and providing continuity of time series (for example, data as for the algorithms of recal-
culation ); (1, 4, 5)

— metadata hierarchy and categories as means of navigation providing in MIE of CEI as
topic catalogue, that comprises the categories corresponding to the defined list that is included
in MIE of CEI type 10 and provides the opportunity of further detailing concerning definite
samples of 1O. The categories list should become starting point for the user to perform navi-
gation and search of necessary information in the MIE of CEI as sampled by the decisions
submitted in [3]; (5)

— content of methodology documents that submits full picture concerning creating, control-
ling and evaluating indicators quality. Primary and secondary indicators meaning of which are
received from outside sources should have descriptions that available for the user together with
the descriptions of the tools set of information collecting (for example, inquiries, questionnaires,
reporting documents) and in forms of administrative data submitting, data of companies-
partners and other secondary indicators (for example, data of the results of various statistic and
marketing observations; information received from the Internet; analytical tables of scientific
research institutions), derivative indexes meaning of which should be settled in IS by definite
algorithms should be followed by the descriptions of these algorithms and references to the
documents concerning methodologic settlement; (1, 2, 4, 5)

— content and infrastructure of classifiers, inquiries and other normative-reference infor-
mation (hereinafter — SRI) that is used in production process and/or is necessary for MIE of
CEl, including for creating the descriptions of data content as a set of classifying and/or other
qualitative features under which data are grouped by collecting, processing, extending; (1, 4, 5)

— infrastructure of supporting MIE of CEI as a complex of software means, information
providing and organizational structure of MIE of CEI servicing to provide the policy of re-
sources controlling, access and confidentiality, providing for the user clear and comfortable
interface (considering experience submitted in [7]). (5)

The first turn measure by elaborating the scheme of the MIE of CEI is creating the struc-
ture of meta-information indicator components, under which it is possible to perform imple-
menting its description. Grounded on the definition of GSIM Specification and considering
[2] the extension offered by SBS [6], we can define three levels of meta-information descrip-
tion concerning indicators and suggest the following their content:

— conceptual level, that corresponds to indicators description base with reference to the
type of the object of economic analysis that represents indicator essence,provides unambigu-
ous meaning of the base and includes such attributes of the index:
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e index code;

e name that in brief appearance provides detailed information concerning the index essence;

e conceptual definition as descriptive information referring indicator under which it will
be possible to define criteria of the attributes determining for other levels of meta-information
description;

e object type of economic analysis: population, household, enterprise, territory, etc.;

e character of settlement: absolute average with correspondent details (average arithmetic,
harmonized, etc.), relative (including nominal one), other derivatives;

¢ type of the metering unit: natural, conditional-natural, cost, share, etc.;

e maximal extended cutting of data in input sources (connecting to the classifiers and ref-
erences);

— representative level, that can be oriented for definite group of objects of one type, in-
cludes conceptual level and is added by the attributes:

e indicator code description on a representative level that comprises indicator code as a
component;

e sphere type of indicator meaning: range of the meanings, nominal scale, ordinal scale, etc.;

e associated with the type of the meaning sphere definitions for discreet or continuous
value;

¢ used measurement unit;

e comments/explanations concerning indicator description on the representative level;

— contextual level, that comprises representative level and is added by the attributes:

e indicator code description on the contextual level that comprises indicator code descrip-
tion on a representative level as a component;

e class of data submitting (data type, form and/or data mask);

e indicator typology that includes means of calculations (primary, secondary, derivative),
character concerning researched phenomenon (interval, moment), synthesis level (generalized,
partial/share, additional/not direct), definition in space (general territorial, local), means of cre-
ating (normative, plan/predicted, contractual, accounting, statistic, analytical, etc.);

e specifying definition that makes impossible double interpretation of the indicator es-
sence concerning the measured phenomenon, process of characteristic of the objects under
economic analysis and defines indicator measurement on the contextual level to make easier
the procedure of decision making referring use of its meanings in definite situations;

e extended definition that includes detailed explanations important for using the tools of
data collecting;

e determinations of the source of data receiving for indicators settlement/creating as a list
of references for indicator descriptions on the contextual level that are used by settlement of
the descriptive indicator;

e description of reference to the description of the algorithm of indicator calcula-
tion/creating;

e definition of the location of indicator meanings as a reference for definite positions in
general list of data sources (hereinafter — location);

e multi plier of the measurement units in location (for example, by submitting data in
thousands of measuring units);

e used in location view of data submitting;

e extended/detailed or shortened name that is used for indicator by location (for example,
indicator name in publication).
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On the contextual level, there can be defined as well determined other attributes that cor-
relate indicator with the definite tool of data collecting and produced good/information.

Thus, semantic aspect defined by the conceptual level was separated from the description of
the means of data submitting that, in its turn, was separated from description of the means of
indicator submitting, that in its turn, was separated from the details connected with its use. This
approach allows to separate context of indicator from its submitting, that provides efficient base
for implementing contextual search in connection with the researched issue/problem.

Information of the contextual level shall have considerably higher level of dynamics in
comparison with the conceptual and representative ones, that’s why all meanings of the attrib-
utes should have period of action within which they are actual. In IS, indicator description is
feasible to submit as a set of attributes: code, name and definitions in available type, the rest of
the attributes if possible should be submitted in coded type with the connection to correspond-
ent [0. With this purpose, MIE of CEI should be included in 1O that supports the indicators de-
scriptions and provide receiving of the characteristics of indicators quality. On the scheme 1,
such scheme of connection is presented as a reference of 10 support of the indexes description
to the relevant level of meta-information description referring indicator, where MIE of CEI in-
cludes the following blocks: CEI, description of data source, SRI, administrative information,
algorithms description, 10 of the navigation mechanisms support and search. The following
notes should be made that are to be necessary taken into consideration as from the experience of
their implementing in NSO, in particular, analogue systems.

1.CEI in reality can have more complicated structure as it is presented on scheme 1 (for
example, it can include the catalog where indicators are distributed by definite categories).

2.0n the contextual level, equal indicators define its location of its meaning in definite
source, that are connected to the tools of data collecting, or description of the form of second-
ary indicators submitting or produced product/information (to which there will be included as
well intermediary results), that are defined on scheme No. 1 with the relevant referring to the
list of these sources that is combined with their description. By detailed considering, these
descriptions shall have complicated structure combined between each other by 10 of the low-
er level of detailing, under which it is necessary to make the following notes:

e descriptions of the sources should be based on CEI that means connection of the deter-
mined in the source indicators to definite sample of the contextual level;

e descriptions of the goods/information should have on that level connection with the algo-
rithms of their creation, and descriptions of the forms of providing can have secondary indica-
tors and tools of data collecting. For all sources, there should be established connections with
the their control description, and for the results received from BD — relevant explanations;

e cach source should be connected with 10, that provide data concerning its description
(source structure, data forms), responsible performers (persons/departments responsible for
the source and its meta-information components), conditions of data receiving, evaluation of
these data quality;

e a set of tools for data collecting may have the type of questionnaire that shall complicate
the structure of MIE of CEI, since indicator is created by definite algorithm by processing the
answers for the questions, and that will require the definition of the question sources for the
answers with the connection of the answer to the index and description of the algorithm of its
creating from this answer;

e cvaluation of the results quality are connected to the definite data source, but since they
are made on definite PC, then there are errors of collecting and other deviations are fixed and
documented , the estimations, corrections and results of the analysis of these actions are to be
connected to the relevant PC.

Since scheme on Figure has general character, the latter two aspects are not submitted on it.

1. Block of SRI for MIE of CEI includes references of the attributes meanings as the
components of CEI and descriptions of the overview of the meanings submitting of indicators.
In the descriptions, there is a catalog creating envisaged for the SRI objects as a list of classi-
fiers and references of use ones in IS to update data of the SRI objects with provided defini-
tions and structure, as well as the catalogue to overview the submitted meanings. Overview
catalog can be created as group of the lists of the SRI objects out of relevant catalog consider-
ing opportunities to give the detailed level for the classifiers coding and classifiers and refer-
ences of hierarchic structure. The amount of submitted indicators meaning for the definite
source will be fixed as well for the indicator contextual level and can be limited in compari-
son with the conceptual level by means of data aggravating in the process of processing.
Changes in overview of data submitting should be fixed, that means that this component
should have the period of validity. CEI should have the connection with the Classifier of the
system of the units meanings with the purpose of measuring and accounting (CSUMA) that is
used for coding the units of measurement of indicators meanings. To demonstrate its connec-
tion with presenting the level, there is on Figure its separate description.

2. Administrative information on the scheme of Figure is presented by the chart of per-
forming by the PC and connected with it list of responsible performers that should provide
contacts with the performer. That envisages structure definition of this list considering infor-
mation capacity for inside and outside users and relevant actions on distributing the access of
the users’ groups to MDR. PC Chart performing should be connected with the list of sources
for defining input information of PC by the results of fulfilling. Implementing of the same
scheme of 10 with PC connecting is considered in [4] in context of supporting the results of
PC performing by additional information for the user. Opportunity to track the actions on the
indexes data processing under the chart of PC performing provides the availability of different
descriptions of the contextual level on various stages of processing connected with the single
description of the contextual level of indicators level.

3. Descriptions of the algorithms of the sources controlling: the outside one by the com-
ponents (indicators, questions, answers, etc.) pass-trough concerning the sources in general,
cross with the other sources; and algorithms of creating/settlement of indicators should be
presented as formal and/or wording descriptions with references for correspondent methodo-
logical document, also to they should have period of validity, that shall allow to input new
and specify the existent algorithms together with storing the previous descriptions.

4. Categories, glossary, thesaurus and 10 of their supporting belong to 10 supporting, in
particular mechanisms of navigation and search. On the scheme of Figure it can be seen that
connection of the categories only with CEI is established, since establishing the connections
with other 10 groups that should be presented by correspondent parts (SRI, tools for data col-
lecting, data sources and other 1O, that arise by practical implementing of MIE of CEI) shall
considerably complicate the scheme of acceptance. The tool to assist the user in specifying
the terms , evaluating data relevance, forming the inquiry and analysis the results of search is
presented by glossary that includes definitions and explanations concerning the categories,
indicators, classifiers, directories, catalogs and other information concerning the context of
metadata and other data. Glossary should present itself collection of terminological definitions
that do not allow double interpretation, cover the presented in informational base of IS objec-
tive sphere, and in separate issues have references to correspondent methodological docu-
ments and meta-informational indicators descriptions. It is feasible to be created as hierarchic
structure where the terms can be detailed in the process of search of necessary indicators by
their sense, introducing to the definite source of data with the purpose of providing clear and
accurate evaluation of the correspondence of searched indicators to the expected one from the
user. To implement this opportunity, connection of the glossary with CEI is established. Tools
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and products can also require definition in the glossary and combination with relevant de-
scriptions, methodological documents and recommendations, including with quality estima-
tion. Thus, by practical estimation, the glossary shall have more complicated structure and
more connections with MIE of CEI, than it is presented on the scheme of Figure.

To avoid data redundancy, providing the opportunities to recognize existing connections
between indicators, as well integrity of new definitions and terms , there should exist connec-
tion between the users with the IS through one of two of the interrelated references of the
components — glossary and thesaurus. Thesaurus is used as system vocabulary of the terms
names and classification of their interrelations and is meant for single unified formed infor-
mation submitting and supporting the user’s interface, providing by that opportunity to search
by means of complete or partial terms input, that are indirectly connected with the glossary
definitions. Thesaurus has the following components: list of words-definitions to ease the
search operations of necessary term, list of the words to organize compact storing of the
word-definitions list, list of the terms for their connection with the given in the glossary defi-
nitions and performing sampling and search of definitions by definite set of the terms.

5. There are no descriptions of IO on the scheme of Figure connected with documenting
and supporting time rows, since these aspects require separate deepened consideration in the
context of practical implementing.

Conclusions and propositions. Proposed within the article structure of MIE of CEI shall
provide creating of comprehensive information concerning indicators and shall submit: in-
formational base for sequential harmonization of the methods and concepts for all types of
work on preparing and performing economic analysis; support for the users by analyzing
sources quality, sources of their receiving and analytical products according to the descrip-
tions and specifies quality demands, as well, by evaluating the efficiency of methods of data
collecting and processing; infrastructure for supporting the researches on the issues of concep-
tual search, specifying the level of indicators relevance concerning the researched issue, data
harmonization by using various informational sources. Besides, this structure shall allow to
continuously create MIE of CEl, track the whole process of definitions creating from the very
beginning (receiving input data) until the end (results creation for extension), shall provide
multiple use of metadata. Analysis of the index structure is an important one for its identifica-
tion and classification by organizing storing, search. Integral processing of data in IS, here-
with, each structural element of indicator can be considered as a peculiarity of classification
of the definite indicator amount. Perspective of further development in this direction lays in
deepening the details of the suggested MIE of CEI to cover all necessary for practical use in-
dicators aspects.
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THEORETIC AND METHODOLOGICAL BASIS OF FUNCTIONING
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Complex theoretical and methodological research of the real sector of economy was conducted. Relevant approaches to
defining the essence and content of the categories “sector of economy” and “real sector of economy” were generalized.
Structural elements and components of the real sector of economy were systematized, its functional purpose was specified.
Specifics of interrelation and interactions of the real and financial sectors of economy were found out.

Key words: reals sector of economy; financial sector of economy, subjects of economy; functioning and development.
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Problem setting. The key role in the development of any country is played by the real
sector, that is among the other things, acts as the foundation of its stable social-economic de-
velopment. That fact requires more grounded theoretical-applied research of this
phenomenon, that acquires the peculiar urgency in conditions of social-economic and finan-
cial crisis, deepened in conditions of military actions and temporary occupations of the territo-
ry part of Ukraine, loss due to that party of the real sector accompanied by the
gap/transforming of the economic relations , including those that connected the suppliers
product producers and consumers and were made within two and half decades.

Analysis of the recent researches and publications. Problems of researching essence
and structure of the real sector of economy are in the focus of numerous domestic and foreign
scholars. We’d like to note, that scientific interpretations of this phenomenon are connected
with definition of the real capital and can be met as well in the works of John Law, John
James Macleod, J. Shumpeter, K. Marx. The latter considered capital from two positions: as
production, real capital that creates real amount in the production process and artificial capital
that does not participate in creating social product.

Scientists of the present time consider the real sector in different contexts. In particular,
theoretical-applied aspects of the industrial complex forming, as a key component of the real
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sector of the economy were researched by V.O. Alymov, O.l. Amosha [1; 2; 3],
B.M. Danylyshyn [4], N.V. Karmazina [5], M.G. Chumachenko [6] and other scholars.

Development of the industrial enterprises, tactical and strategic aspects of their function-
ing are manifested in the scientific works of I.A. Blank, B.G. Kleiner [7], R.A. Fatkhutdinov,
V.P. Savchuk and others.

Defining of not solved before parts of general problem. Analysis of published researches
in the defined sphere allows to cancel, notwithstanding the fundamental works in the sphere of
the real sector of economy, number of issues is left to not fully worked out. In particular, in our
point of view, in current conditions of the national economy development, arise of new technol-
ogies that stipulates arise of new industries and types of activity and require using cardinally
new reproductive and not reproductive resources , demand specifying the economic category
“real sector of economy”, as well aspects of its financial support and conditions of reproduction.

Role and place of the real sector of economy and the development of the state put on the
first position issues of its functioning efficiency, that in great extent is defined by the peculiar-
ities of its financial support.

The defined aspects stipulate the choice of the topic of the scientific research and allow to
formulate its aim and the main tasks.

The aim of this research is complex theoretical-methodological grounding of the concep-
tual principles of essence, functional purpose, structure of the real sector of economy, its
components and indexes of the development.

Statement of the main material of the research. Achieving the targeted purpose needs
using system approach that shall comprise some stages, namely:

- generalizing of the existent approaches to define the essence and context of the catego-
ries “sector of economy” and “real sector of economy”;

- defining the essence of the peculiarities and components of the real sector of economy
and specifying its functional purpose;

- finding out specifics of interrelations and interactions of the real and financial sectors of
economy.

1. Generalization of the existent approaches to defining the essence and content of the
categories “sector of economy” and “real sector of economy”. That stage of our research has
the purpose to specify functional content of the defined categories and shall give impetus for
specifying its structural elements.

Research of the category essence “sector of economy” allowed to find out significant
number of this term interpretations that differ by their content, level of detalisation and ap-
proaches to its components classification.

Thus, directory dictionary on Economics defines sector of economy as “a part of econom-
ic activity that is characterized by definite peculiarities, that allow to separate it from other
parts of economic activity for analytical purposes and purposes of state regulating” [8].

Financial dictionary interprets sector of economy as “a big part of economy that has same
general characteristics allowing to separate it from other parts of economy for theoretical or
practical purposes” [9].

Modern economic dictionary under the sector of economy understands “big, significant
part of the economy” [10].

Big economic dictionary gives the following definition of the sector of economy: “sector
of economy — is a complex of institutional units —residents that have same economic targets,
functions and behavior” [11]. L.P. Kurakov interprets sector of economy as “a big, considera-
ble part, industry of economy” [12].

As we can see, interpretation of this economic category in different scientific sources is char-
acterized by different criteria that differ essentially. To our pint of view, the most detailed is defi-
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nition of the sector of economy in such interpretation. Sector of economy is a big part of economy
that is characterized by the same general characteristics, targets, functional purpose and behavior.
Taking into consideration the chosen criteria, they define different subtypes of the econo-
my sectors. For example, depending on the form of ownership we can define state and private
sectors, and depending on the definite types of activity — real and financial sectors.
State sector presents itself complex of the enterprises, establishments, companies that are
in state ownership and are managed by state authorities or authorized by state persons [11].
Private sector presents itself part of economy that is not under the state controlling [11].
Financial sector — is a part of economy connected with the financial institutions activity [9].
Concerning the term of the real sector of economy, than there arise numerous discrepan-
cies in interpret this term. Let’s consider them in details (Table).

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As we can see, some scientific sources consider the real sector of economy exclusively as
a production one, the others consider this definition to be wider and relate to the real sector of
economy not only production sphere, but as well services providing sphere, that in our point
of view 1s more grounded.

To our point of view, the real sector of economy is a key sector of economy that combines
subjects of entrepreneurship, producing material and non material benefits, activity of which
leads to creating gross domestic and gross national product, as well national profit.

2. Defining essential features and components of the real sector of economy and speci-
fying its functional purpose.

Understanding the essence of the economic category “real sector of economy” allows to
approach in more details defining its content, purpose functions and components.

The real sector of economy performing its political-legal, organizational-economic, finan-
cial and social-cultural functional purpose, supports state livelihood, its national security and
integrity; creates conditions for economic levelling of the territories development on account
of supporting stable profits of legal and physical entities, flavors solving social-cultural prob-
lems of the society, etc. (Figure 1).

Political-legal purpose of the real sector of economy lies in creating conditions for form-
ing, functioning and development of the subjects of entrepreneurship of different organiza-
tional-legal forms and performing inner regional and international cooperation, flavoring the
increase of technical-technological security and the country’s defense, supporting equal op-
portunities for regional development of the economic subjects development, etc.

Technical-technological purpose of the real sector of economy is connected with: creating
and accelerating of industrial, transport, infrastructural, investment potential, forming new
technologies and types of the products, diversification of productive activity etc.

Organizational-economic and financial purpose of the real sector of economy is connect-
ed with:

- functioning and development of the subjects of entrepreneurship of different types of ac-
tivity;

- level of concentration and limits of the production specialization;

- creating productive, transport and other infrastructure;

- supporting the state’s livelihood, its national, financial-economic security and integrity,

- forming and development of economic potential (including: objective component: industrial,
transport, infrastructural, financial, investment and informational potential and subjective compo-
nent: scientific-technical, marketing, personnel and organizational-management potentials);

- creating opportunities and conditions for local state authorities, development of local fi-
nances, as well establishment of the local and national levels of the products and etc.

Social and cultural purpose of the real sector of economy is personified in supporting
necessary level of the populations profits, increasing the level of living standards, flavoring
solving social-cultural problems of the population involved in the real sector of production
and members of their families and, as a result, the society in general; decreasing the level of
social tension in the society etc.

Key functions that are performed by the real sector of economy are connected with its
purpose and structural elements (Figure 1).

To evaluate the reals sector of economy development is possible with the help of such
main indexes as: gross product (domestic and national), national profit. Besides the defined
indexes, it is possible to use such indexes as national wealth and net economic welfare.

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Gross domestic product (GDP) — one of the most important indexes of the real sector
of economy development that characterizes the final result of the production activity of eco-
nomic entities-residents in sphere of material and non material production. It present s itself
amount of the final product (goods and services) produced by the residents of Ukraine within
the definite period of time [8; 9; 26].

Gross national product (GNP) — presents itself totality of all produced in the country products
and submitted services for the year independently from national enterprises location [8; 9; 26].

National profit — an important index of the impact of the social reproduction that presents
itself total profit in economy that is received by all owners of the production factors (labor,
capital, land): salary, profit, rent , interest [8; 9; 26].

National wealth — 1s a totality of material profits and spiritual values accumulated by the
society within its history that have market value and can be changed for money and other
profits [8; 9; 10; 26].

Net economic welfare — index of corrected GNP received after withdrawal from it value
estimation of negative factors of issuing and accounting of not declared and not market profits
[8;9; 10; 26].

3. Finding out the specifics of interrelations of the real and financial sectors of econo-
my. Financial sector of economy is directly connected with the development of the real sector
of economy of Ukraine (Figure 2), however, between the paces of these sectors development,
definite disproportions can be observed stipulated by instability of social-economic develop-
ment, military actions on the east of the country, development of the shadow market and as a
result active rise of speculative operations performed in the defined sectors of economy.

In its turn, increasing the resource potential by the financial sector of economy in combina-
tion with the active spreading of speculative operations stipulate sharp prices fluctuations on the
commodity and financial markets, that increases the value of the loan capital (including, credit
resources) and breaches distribution of the financial resources in the real sector of economy and
1s manifested for some enterprises in the financing deficit, and for others - insolvency and busi-
ness insolvency. Thus, processes of production deindustrialization are strengthened that finds its
manifestation in shortening the production volumes. These phenomena are followed by slowing
the speed of money circulation, are manifested in inflation processes and support of high inter-
ests rates for credit resources that give rise to next round of financial crisis.
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Conclusions and results. Thus, within our research complex theoretical-methodological
research of essence, structure and functional purpose of the real sector of economy was per-
formed, peculiarities of its interaction with other sector of economy, in particular, with the
financial sector was made. It was proved, that efficient functioning and development of the
real sector of economy depends on the development of the financial sector — supplier of the
financial resources and investment capital.

The article examines the changes in the number of trade enterprises, the volume of their turnover and structure, the ne-
cessity of taking measures by economic subjects for the purpose of transition from the stagnation process to economic devel-
opment is proved. Groups of economic indicators characterizing the state of economic security of enterprises are established,
their changes are estimated. The quantitative results of the control activities carried out by the subjects of the audit practice
are considered, the relationship between the reduction in the number of enterprises that were subject to audit and the deteri-
oration of the macroeconomic situation among trading enterprises was established.

THE LEGAL REGULATION OF ENERGY EFFICIENCY
OF ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE

Due to imperfect existing regulatory and legal framework, the level of energy efficiency in Ukraine today is extremely
low. In the article based on the conducted research the basis of normative and legal regulation of energy efficiency
in Ukraine was been singled out and analyzed and priority directions of ensuring energy efficiency were determined. The
main subjects of the regulatory and legal regulation of energy efficiency in Ukraine were been identified. Based on study
of analytical materials of the International Energy Agency, singled out key measures to regulate energy efficiency and inves-
tigated their use in Ukraine. The most developed control measures are considered, and it is analyzed what measures are
developed less. An analysis of incentive measures for energy efficiency in Ukraine was been made. The shortcomings of the
existing legislation in this sphere are given and ways of their overcoming was been suggested.

Problem definition and its relationship with important practical tasks. Implementa-
tion of energy efficiency projects in Ukraine at all levels remains low. The reasons for this are
the lack of interest of enterprises in implementing energy saving projects including the use of
renewable energy sources, low incentives such projects by the state. At the household level to
listed factors, we can add the imperfect system of subsidization that does not create incentives
for efficient use of resources and energy efficiency.

Analysis of the latest researches and publications. To study of the mechanism of state
regulation of energy efficiency in Ukraine dedicated works of Trofymenko O. O., Voitko S. V.
[20], Podolets R. [11], Novak E. V., Pleskach B. M. [8], Struk V. O. [18], Kistynyuk T. [5],
Drozhzhin D. Y. [2] and others. A detailed research of legislation of Ukraine in energy efficien-
cy was made by the Secretariat of the Energy Charter [21].

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Bold of unsolved aspects of the problem. Despite the numerous amount of publications
on the subject, there is no research of international practices of regulation of energy efficiency
and studies the possibility of using them in Ukrainian reality.

Purpose of the article. The main purpose of this work is to analyze the existing legisla-
tive framework on energy efficiency, the study of global regulatory practices and developing
proposals of address the deficiencies regulation of energy efficiency in Ukraine.

Presenting main material. Despite the lack of the concept of energy efficiency in
Ukrainian legislation and on still missed the law «On Energy Efficiency», a that project was
developed else in 2009, the legal basis for the definition and regulation of energy efficiency of
business entities exist.

The basis of the legal framework of regulation relations in the sphere of energy efficiency are:

1. Law of Ukraine «On energy saving» from July 1, 1994 Ne 74/94-VR — defined econom-
ic mechanism of energy efficiency (goals, objectives, events, incentives, etc.), and said prin-
ciples of rationing and standardization in the energy saving sphere and bases for state exami-
nation and energy audit [15].

2. Law of Ukraine «On Electricity» from October 16, 1997 No5 75/97-VR — defines the
principles of state regulation of activities in the energy (including general principles for set-
ting tariffs, including the «green» tariff) [14].

3. Law of Ukraine «On alternative fuel» from January 14, 2000 Ne 1391-XIV — regulates
the relations in manufacturing and use of alternative fuels, produced from biomass [12].

4. Law of Ukraine «On Alternative Energy Sources» from February 20, 2003 Ne 555-1V —
regulates relations in the field of alternative energy sources [13].

5. Law of Ukraine «On the introduction of new investment opportunities, guaranteeing the
rights and legal interests of businesses for major energy modernization» from April 9, 2015
No 327-VIII - regulates relations in energy service [16].

6. The Technical Regulation of construction products, buildings and constructions from De-
cember 20, 2006 — establishes requirements for the energy efficiency of new buildings [19].

7. State targeted economic program for energy efficiency and the development of energy
production from renewable energy sources and alternative fuels for 2010-2017 years from
March 1, 2010 Ne 243 — which identifies ways to reduce energy intensity of Ukraine's GDP by
20 % until 2020 [1].

8. Energy Strategy of Ukraine till 2030 from July 24 2013 Ne 1071-r — that defines the devel-
opment strategy of fuel and energy sector, the principles of state policy in the sphere of energy efti-
ciency, evaluates potential of alternative and renewable energy sources and alternative fuels [3].

9. Strategy for Sustainable Development «Ukraine-2020» from January 12, 2015 - in part
of determination energy independence and energy efficient one of priority development direc-
tions. The strategy defines the goals of the state policy in this sphere the main ones are: reduc-
ing the energy intensity GDP by 20 % by 2020, implementation of projects with using renew-
able energy sources, switching to energy efficient technologies, reforming energy pricing,
a departure from the system of subsidization and subsidies and others [17].

10. “National Action Plan for Energy Efficiency for the period until 2020” from Novem-
ber 25, 2015 — defines energy efficiency measures in the household sector, industry, transport
and services sectors and principles of an estimation these measures [7].

Especially important in the legal provision of energy efficient development of Ukrainian en-
terprises plays State Standard ISO 50001:2014 «Energy Management Systems. Requirements and
guidelines on how to use», which is identical to international standard ISO 50001:2011 Energy
management systems - Requirements with guidance for use [4]. This standard contains specific
measures whose implementation will improve the energy efficiency of a particular company.
They cover the following areas: energy planning, energy diagnosis, energy policy, the implemen-
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tation of energy efficiency measures, energy monitoring and analysis. At present, this standard is
a single normative document in Ukraine, which tie to the practice management companies.

Having performed an analysis of the current legislation, we can conclude the main direc-
tions of energy efficiency in Ukraine is defined the following [1; 7]:

— Thermal modernization of existing residential buildings (warming of walls, windows,
roofs, basements);

— Energy certification of new buildings;

— Implementation of European standards for fuels used in the transport sector; stimulate
purchases of energy-efficient types of transport (including city) and energy efficient equip-
ment in the industrial sector;

— Implementation of energy audit and energy management;

— introduce energy labeling of industrial equipment and household electrical appliances;
popularization of energy-saving measures among the population.

In the legal regulation of energy efficiency in Ukraine, involving more than 15 institutions
of different levels. The main ones are the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade (re-
garding provision of formation of public policy and legal regulation in the sphere of energy
efficiency and energy saving), State Agency on Energy Efficiency and Energy Saving of
Ukraine (regarding implementation of the state policy and control in areas of energy efficien-
cy, energy saving, renewable energy), The National Commission for state regulation in the
energy (conducting tariff and price policies on energy, regulation of monopolies).

International Energy Agency has made a detailed analysis of international practices of energy
efficient, resulting in a number of analytical materials prepared in which examples and specific
actions to provide for development energy efficiency [9]. Study of these materials has enabled us
to prepare a list of regulatory measures that are most advisable in energy efficiency (Table).

As you can see from the Table, from the specified list of state regulation measures in
Ukraine partially existing are measures for market development, control measures and tariff
policy. Measures to market development in Ukraine limited legal framework for labeling of
household appliances and a number of DSTU and GOST. Tariff policy that meets the re-
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quirements of the International Energy Agency, applies only in relation to electricity. In the
sphere of thermal power, similar tariff policy today in Ukraine cannot be used due to lack the

counters of heat and their €xpensive for households. Controlling measures in Ukraine fixed
DSTU ISO 50001:2014 and series of energy DSTU; at the same time, being developed the
draft law “On energy efficiency of buildings”. At the stage of development and implementa-
tion financial measures are (a bill “On creation the energy efficiency Fund”). Practically ab-
sent in Ukraine are measures aimed at capacity building energy efficiency in Ukraine (of all
list are existing only training centers for energy managers). Therefore, we believe that regula-
tory agencies is these measures should be give the most attention.

The most widespread in Ukraine measures of state regulation of energy efficiency are in-
centive measures. Principles of incentives energy efficiency in Ukraine are now fully concen-
trated in the Law of Ukraine “On Electricity” (by imposing green electricity tariff that was
produced completely or partially from renewable energy sources) [14] and the Tax and Cus-
toms Code of Ukraine. For companies that use energy technology (equipment, materials) or
using energy from renewable energy incentives established on payment of profits tax, cus-
toms duties and value added tax.

1) Benefits on payment of customs duty - benefits obtains if the goods imported used the
taxpayer for its own manufacture and identical products with the same quality characteristics
are not produce in Ukraine. Operations of import energy efficient equipment into Ukraine are
exempt from tax (Article 282 of Custom Code of Ukraine) [6];

2) Benefits on payment of tax on profit of enterprises — the Tax Code of Ukraine provides
two benefits variants (Art. 158) [10]:

a) tax exemption of 50 % of profit derived from the implementation of energy efficiency
measures and energy efficiency projects of enterprises included in the State Register of enter-
prises, institutions and organizations engaged in the development, implementation and use
of energy efficiency measures and energy efficiency projects;

b) tax exemption 80 % of profit derived from the sale of goods of own production
in Ukraine which promote the development of energy efficient technologies.

3) Benefits on payment of value added tax - provides tax exemption to VAT transactions
on importation into Ukraine on condition that these goods are used by the taxpayer for its own
manufacture and are not produced in Ukraine identical products with the same quality charac-
teristics (Paragraph 16 of Article 197 of the Tax Code) [10]:

a) equipment that is working on renewable energy, energy saving equipment and materials,
measuring tools, control and management of fuel and energy resources, equipment and materials
for the production of energy from renewable energy sources;

b) Materials, equipment and components that are used for production.

Despite the presence of preferential legislation in practice to obtain the above benefits 1s ex-
tremely complicates by the severity of proof by the taxpayer of the fact that Ukraine has not
produced products with the same characteristics. In addition, the fact of limiting choice of place
of production of energy efficient equipment (or materials) is not too stimulating to purchase.

The regulatory framework to stimulate renewable energy in Ukraine also has significant
drawbacks. Tax Code of Ukraine provides a number of benefits that can be applies at imple-
mentation of renewable energy projects [10]:

1) Exemption from payment of VAT and customs duty - imports of equipment that works
for renewable energy exempt from paying VAT and duty exemptions for its import to Ukraine;

2) Reduction of the land tax - land tax is payable at 25 % of the land tax rate;

3) Reduced of rent - total annual payments for land granted for placing construction,
maintenance and operation of power stations for energy production from renewable sources,
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including technology infrastructure of power stations (production facilities, bases, distribution
points, power plants, electric networks) shall not exceed 3% of the normative evaluation;

4) Exemption from payment of profit tax - profit from core operations of the company,
which produces electricity only from renewable sources is exempt from profit tax for 10 years;

5) «Green tariff» - a special tariff for electricity generated at the power stations that use al-
ternative energy sources (except blast and coke gases and for hydropower — produced small
hydro power stations only). Under the Law “On alternative energy sources”, such sources in-
clude: 1) renewable energy sources, which include solar, wind, geothermal energy, wave en-
ergy and tidal, hydropower, biomass, gas from organic waste, gas from sewage treatment sta-
tions, biogas; 2) secondary energy resources, which include blast and coke gas, degassing
of methane gas from coal deposits and other [13].

However, legislation related to the benefits for stimulation renewable energy has a number
of drawbacks. These drawbacks include:

1. Companies that generate electricity along with traditional and renewable sources, are not
entitled to exemption from of Profit Tax and the establishment of "green" tariff - this reduces
the possibility of a gradual transition to renewable energy does not create enough motivation
for realization projects using alternative energy. Fix this problem maybe by setting a propor-
tional or differential tariff rates (income tax), depending on the share of renewable energy.

2. The difficulty of proof that the land really been received for placing construction,
maintenance and operation of power stations for the production of energy from renewable
sources - the procedure of recognition of land such as that provided for the production of en-
ergy from renewable energy sources is not legally defined, its creates a possibility to delay the
process of decision and to request additional documents. Possible ways to regulation this is-
sue 1s to establish procedure for recognizing land for the production renewable energy and
definitions exhaustive list of documents to obtain the benefit on payment of the land tax.

3. The requirement of local content - projects that will allow to use energy from renewable
sources, and which may use "green" tariff necessarily must to use part of the goods and works
of national origin. The share of Ukrainian component for the objects that produce energy using
solar, wind, biomass and biogas, set at 50%. Since the production of parts for power stations
that use renewable energy, in Ukraine is not fully established (no market as such), this require-
ment only creates additional barriers to entry of Ukraine and scares potential investors. In the
current environment, it would be appropriate to remove this requirement or defer effect.

4. Essential modernization of power stations that use renewable energy or building of addi-
tional facilities (for an amount of more than 50 % of their original value) after 2014, 2020
and 2024 will result in lower rates "green" tariff for all power stations by 10, 20 and 30 % re-
spectively. Since the funds are exempt from enterprise profits tax profit could being used for
modernization of power companies, the introduction of new technologies, increase production,
negative consequences in the form of lower rates "green" tariff looks illogical [21].

Conclusions and proposals. Based on the above stated priority measures on improve-
ment the current situation with energy efficiency in Ukraine we determine the following:

- adoption of Law of Ukraine «On energy efficiency», which aims to regulate relations as-
sociated with the use fuel and energy resources and to ensure their effective use and reduce
the negative impact on the environment. This law determines public policy, mechanisms of
ensuring and sources of funding for energy efficiency measures;

- adoption of Law of Ukraine "On energy efficiency of buildings", which defines the legal
and organizational bases of activity in energy efficiency of buildings and aims to create condi-
tions for reduction energy consumption in buildings;

- introduction activities to promote the energy efficiency and increasing public and enter-
prises awareness about advantages and action from energy efficiency;
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- creating an effective financial mechanism that will allow to finance energy efficient pro-
jects involving credit facilities at reduced or zero interest rates;

- creating the possibility of publishing information of enterprises about the level of energy
consumption, emissions into the environment, and realized projects in energy efficiency;

- organization of interaction between regional authorities, universities and businesses;

- introduction measures to create energy efficient thinking and public environmental respon-
sibility through thematic lessons in schools, colleges, institutions of higher education; launch
social advertisement in the media and the Internet; broadcasting of documentaries, etc.;

- the elimination of existing drawbacks of legislation.

The prospects for further research may be studies of development potential of public-
private partnership in energy efficiency.
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STATUS AND TRENDS OF THE WORLD MARKET OF CAVIAR

Formulation of the problem. Sturgeons are one of the most valuable food resources that
people receives from the wild. For its outstanding taste and nutritional value, sturgeon caviar
globally recognized as a delicacy. Localization of production of sturgeon caviar in the Caspi-
an Sea, was the result of uncontrolled fishing of sturgeon in countries assigned to “third
world” and in Russia. In XX century fishing of sturgeon and caviar production in the Soviet
Union and Iran, that were the largest producers, had the character of a super-profitable areas
of economic activity. While providing thousands of people work and material resources, the
uncontrolled fishing of sturgeon and continuous growth of poaching, led to almost complete
destruction of most species of sturgeon.

Analysis of recent research and publications. A significant importance in study of the
world market of hydrobionts have scientists such as 1.V. Ditrikh, M.V. Hrynzhevskyi,
A.L. Hrynzhevska, 1.Y. Hrytsyniak, T.K. Lebska, E.H. Mykhneva, T.M. Shvets. The works of
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scientists devoted to analysis of global markets of seafood, aquaculture production, trends and
prospects of further development of this industry.

Singling out of previously unsolved parts of the general problem. Conducted analysis
of outlined scientists demonstrates a lack of review of world market of sturgeon caviar.

The aim of the article. The main purpose of this article is determination of the state
and trends of the world market of sturgeon caviar.

Laying out of the main research material. Sturgeon fish species are living in big river
systems, lakes, coastal waters and inland seas throughout the territory of Azerbaijan, Bulgaria,
China, the Islamic Republic of Iran, Kazakhstan, Romania, Russian Federation, Turkmeni-
stan, Turkey, Ukraine and other European countries and Northern America. The peculiarity of
their life in the wild is migration for spawning to fresh waters. But such factors as pollutions,
hydrogeological changes (building of dams, mining of sand and gravel, development of oil
and gas reserves) made it impossible to implement the migration of fish to spawning places.
At the same time overfishing, poaching, destruction of existing in Soviet Union times man-
agement have reduced the population almost in 40 times [2].

The Soviet Union and Iran were the main suppliers of caviar on the world market. The
main centers of fishing of sturgeon fish species - Caspian, Black and Azov Seas. Extraction of
sturgeon in the Soviet Union in the Caspian Sea amounted to 28 thousand tons, and the actual
production of caviar - about 2,500 tons, that represented 90 % of world market [3]. The main
share of the obtained product was exported. Significant quantities of production of caviar are
stellate sturgeon, Russian sturgeon and beluga (Fig. 1).

In addition to receiving of caviar from the main commercial species of sturgeon in the ear-
ly 90s of the last century in Europe and the United States had launched production of caviar
from shovel-nosed sturgeon, paddlefish and bowfin. The quality of caviar did not differ from
Caspian and Far Eastern analogs but its cost is much lower due to availability [1].

To ensure the survival of the species and subsequent recovery of the population in 1998
all sturgeon species were listed in the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Spe-
cies of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES). The Convention established the size of quotas for
sturgeon fishing for commercial purposes. As a result of the convention Caspian countries
have significantly reduced the volume of industrial sturgeon, while in France, Germany, Italy,
USA, Canada, China, Uruguay, Spain, South Korea, Saudi Arabia and other countries had es-
tablished more than 136 farms for breeding sturgeon for obtained of the caviar [5].

In the United States was prohibited import and sale of sturgeon caviar obtained in the wild
since 2005 due to the significant decrease of world reserves [6].
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The extermination of populations of sturgeon led to the moratorium in 2011 on commer-
cial fishing in the Caspian Sea between the coastal countries - the Republic of Azerbaijan
(Azerbaijan), the Islamic Republic of Iran (Iran), Kazakhstan (Kazakhstan), the Russian Fed-
eration and Turkmenistan, the effect of which continued in 2015 for two years [7]. Acceptable
remained sturgeon fishing only in research and reproductive purposes. But such "cover" made
it possible to legalize criminal extraction of caviar, that led to total ban of fishing sturgeon.

In terms of 2014 legalization of caviar on the world market was approximately 350-370
tons per year, while its capacity is was estimated at 1,000-1,200 tons per year. Amount
of contraband parties ranging from a few hundred grams to hundreds of kilograms. For some
countries such as Russia and Iran, poaching is a whole industry of the shadow economy [4; 8].
In Iran it is punished very severely, until the cutting off of hands. But if poacher fished stur-
geon and handed over it for the money to the state enterprise, then criminal responsibility for
the committed action does not occur [9].

To the world market only from poachers from Russia annually supplied caviar for 400-
450 min. USD that 1s about 400-500 tons of caviar and is almost 40 % of smuggled fishing (Fig. 2).

In recent years, the amount of the parties of contraband from the Caspian Sea tends to de-
crease, part of caviar replaced by deliveries from the Far East. It has characteristic differences
in color and size of caviar. However, companies that worked with smuggling increasingly
turning into legal business, that makes this area of economic activity more civilized [4].

Breeding of sturgeon in aquaculture farms is a very promising and profitable business, but
it requires a large financial investments (startup is approximately 1 million USD), highly
qualified staff and long time to growing adult specimens. A significant increase of the produc-
tion of sturgeon in conditions of aquaculture observed since late last century and has
an annual upward trend (Fig. 3) [1].

Chinese caviar obtained in the conditions of aquaculture began to arrive on the world mar-
ket in the early 2000s. In China there are 12 fish farms in Jingjiang, Shandong, Heilongjiang
and other cities. Currently, 10 % of the market belongs to China. The exact data on production
volumes not yet, but according to experts opinion it is about 65 tons (Fig. 4) [9; 11].

In view of the prohibition of commercial fishing of sturgeon in the Caspian Sea, Russia also
produced caviar in aquaculture conditions. In recent years, in this country tends to increase. In
2014 sturgeon caviar production volume amounted to 30.5 tons [13]. Over the past two years
the production of caviar in Russia increased by 44 % and is 44 tons per year. By 2030 projected
production increase by 1.5-2 times without changing the price of the product [12].

In the European Union the largest volume of aquaculture production observed in Italy,
France, Poland and Germany.

Enterprise «Caviar Court Food Processing» — producer of Saudi Arabia, which production
volumes reaches 6 tons of caviar per year. Products are exported to Russia and CIS countries [11].

Israel began to export caviar to Japan, America, Europe and Russia since 2008. Israeli
caviar differs by excellent quality and very high prices — up to 5 thousand USD per kilogram,
but Israelis do not consume because of their religious beliefs.

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Also within the religious prohibition of consumption of sturgeon and sturgeon caviar to
the 1970s in Iran fishing of caviar sturgeon never engaged [11]. As part of establishing quotas
to the moratorium, only Iran was allowed to export caviar of Persian albino-sturgeon. This
species only exists in the wild, and output amounted to 0.5 tons at a cost of not less than 30
thousand USD per kg [14]. In recent years, the Iranian government encourages the develop-
ment and production of sturgeon caviar, which in 2015-2016 amounted to 1.2 and 1.6 tons
respectively. In 2017 projected increase in production volume by 50% and obtain 3 tons and
1,000 tons of sturgeon caviar [15].

Uruguay also joined to the global “boom” in aquaculture production of sturgeon. Signifi-
cant production growth observed in the 2012-2014 — 5.7 tons respectively, in 2015 produced
only 2 tons. In terms of 2016 to 7 tons we can see again tends to increase. By 2019 the coun-
try's leadership planned to increase the volume to 11 tons [16].

At the end 0f 2016 in the Kazakh city Uralsk launched aquaculture complex for producing
sturgeon. It is expected that annual aquaculture complex will produce up to 131 tons of stur-
geon meat and 10 tons of caviar [17].

According to the National Statistics Committee of Belarus in 2016 compared to 2015, the
country exported at 247.8 %, ie 721 kg of caviar worth about 285 thousand USD. Caviar im-
porters of Belarus are Russia, Kazakhstan, New Zealand, Jordan, Moldova and Ukraine.
In Belarus there are no own large aquaculture production of sturgeon. Almost all the raw ma-
terials for the production of caviar for the domestic market and for export comes from outside.
In 2015 imports of caviar sturgeon in Belarus amounted to 60 kg, and the main supplier
in amount of 44 kg was Russia. In 2016 Russia became virtually the only source of imported
caviar. By it deliveries to the Belarusian market increased by 50 times - up to 2996 kg. Ac-
cording to Russian experts and traders, Belarusians bought not Russian caviar, but cheap Chi-
nese. Belarus sold it to Russia (including like Russian brands) and to other markets. This is
confirmed by the Federal Customs Service (FCS), that in 2015 Russia imported from China
743.5 kg black caviar, and in 2016 3.9 tons. Exports to Belarus stacked in this volume [18].

In the beginning of 2017, Japan became the exporter of sturgeon caviar. The first batch of
caviar production company Japan Caviar exported to Hong Kong, next plans export to South-
East Asia. The volume of production is now up to a ton of caviar per year [19].

Precise data of volume about the market of black caviar in the Ukraine does not have.
However, according to various estimates it is about five tons a year, with at least 90 % of cav-
iar are smuggled and often counterfeited. In the case of a legal market sales are represented
caviar that produced in the USA, Russia, Europe and Ukraine [1]. Import is low, for 9 months
0f 2016 its volume remained at the level of 2015 - 0.1 tons, but increased its price up to 22 %.
95 % of caviar that produced in Ukraine consumed on the domestic market and the remaining
test batch are exported to Europe [20].

Conclusions. The world market of sturgeon caviar has undergone rapid changes and cur-
rently redirected for manufacturing in the conditions of aquaculture. Since the late 90s of the
last century marked tendency to a significant increase in production volumes aquaculture. The
largest producers of caviar are China, Russia, Italy, Germany, Poland, USA. The actual problem
1s poaching of sturgeon that is cause of great damage to an already weakened population.

The article considers the agro-industrial complex as a system-forming subsystem of the national economy, which should
be considered as a complex integrated socio-economic system of interconnected industries on the production, distribution,
exchange and consumption of agricultural products. As any open system, the agroindustrial complex of the regions feels the
influence of external factors, for the purpose of determining which PEST - analysis is proposed, that includes such factors of
influence as: political, economic, social and scientific and technical. Conducted PEST - analysis made it possible to compare
the processes occurring in agricultural regions, areas of national and global economic trends. It has been established that
existing threats to political, economic, social and scientific and technical factors do not contribute to the development of
agro-industrial complexes of the regions, including as a single, integrated, balanced, integrated system providing food and
industrial goods to the population. It also inhibits the use of potential opportunities and existing benefits such as: soil fertili-
ty, favorable climatic conditions, favorable geographic location, large agricultural land, wide export opportunities and re-
quire the development of measures for the organizational and economic mechanism for their elimination.

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PROSPECTS FOR FORMING THE INVESTMENT POTENTIAL
OF GLOBAL INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECTS

The article studies modern trends and perspective directions of attracting investment resources to the implementation of
large-scale infrastructure projects. Various forms of infrastructure investments, which are effected by the state, the private
sector, banking institutions, pension funds and insurance companies are analyzed.

Key words: international production infrastructure; infrastructure projects; infrastructure investment; investment po-
tential; public-private partnership.
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Problem setting. Internationalization of economic life and the process of its further globaliza-
tion led to the formation of supranational reproductive systems, which cannot operate without ade-
quate servicing system — international production infrastructure. In addition, the operation of su-
pranational production and its infrastructure support demanded the globalization of financial sector
as well, the latter being the resource that provides for effective viability of the world economy.

Implementation of large-scale infrastructure projects requires constant supply and effective
use of significant investment resources that can be replenished from both national and foreign
sources. As a rule, national sources tend to dominate in the total volume of world investment,
and the business sector in general, is characterized by a high level of self-financed expanded
reproduction. However, the lack of internal financial resources, so required for effective opera-
tion of the reproduction process, is compensated by firms entering foreign capital markets.

Globalization of capital markets stems mainly from cross-border merge of securities markets,
and to a lesser extent of direct investment, bank loans and deposits markets. Constant capital
flows beyond national borders have caused deepening internationalization of production, turned
international credit relations into an integral part of economic relations, and therefore, now in the
third millennium international credit markets have become a funding source for supranational re-
productive system and complex of servicing industries, i.e. international production infrastructure.

Analysis of the recent researches and publications. The issue of studying the prospects
of formation and use of investment potential in the creation and modernization of large-scale
infrastructure projects is the subject of scientific debate among domestic and foreign scien-
tists. Thus, in particular, B. Holovash notes that among the main EU investment funds one

should name: European Regional Development Fund (ERDF), which supports measures
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aimed at reducing regional disparities, as well as regional industry restructuring and solving
structural problems in backward regions; European Agricultural Guidance and Guarantee
Fund (EAGGF), which finances a number of projects under the Common Agricultural Policy;
Cohesion Fund (CF), which finances large projects of individual states related to investment
in ecology and transport infrastructure [1, p. 96].

T. Cryshtal, in studying countries’ investment policies, stresses that investment policy
should be developed at all levels of economic activity. At the micro level, — for enterprises,
financial-industrial groups, holding companies, banks and other economic agents implement-
ing investment projects. Investment policy at regional and municipal levels of government is
equally important. It should take into account the prospects of development of territorial units
and their features, serve as a basis to elaborate special-purpose programs, and strategy to sup-
port the most promising projects, including the development of infrastructure sector. Invest-
ment policy should be formed not only based on the development strategy of a region, but al-
so the priorities and resources of the state center, volume of its funds, as well as potential
capacity of regional and international markets for consumer products and services [4, p. 314].

K. Karoyan draws attention to the fact that historically infrastructure projects were financed
primarily by debt instruments (60-80 %), with the most commonly used tool for project funding
being syndicated loans without recourse or with the right of partial recourse. Analysis of the
database on infrastructure projects funding for 2015 of IJ Global Project Finance and Infrastruc-
ture showed that the share of banks amounted to almost 60 %, banks for development — 16 %,
bonds — 9 % and equity — 15 %. Hereby, there was a markable trend of increasing share of bond
financing, including special bonds to finance infrastructure projects [3, p. 29].

A. Godunova notes that public investment comprises about 65 %, however, the possibility
of its further increase is limited by high debt load and state budget deficits. The role of private
investment, accounting for 35 % of the infrastructure investment, is significantly increasing.
Governments of different countries are developing incentives to attract investors and find a
reasonable balance of risk and return of infrastructure projects [2].

A. Shevchenko, in analyzing investment in infrastructure facilities, indicates that infrastruc-
ture investment is attractive to institutional investors in times of economic downturn and decline
in market interest rates, as it then offers comparable (and sometimes big) in terms of profitabil-
ity and reliability investment tools. In terms of developed financial markets, infrastructure
bonds and hybrid securities can be adapted to the needs of specific types of institutional inves-
tors, which have exclusive requirements to liquidity and profitability of securities [5].

Purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to ground the necessity of attraction
of private investment to finance industrial infrastructure facilities, development of public-
private partnership.

Statement of the main material. The relationship and interdependence of the world's fi-
nancial resources and international industrial infrastructure goes through forms of interaction
between infrastructure elements and sources funding their development. The high level of
globalization of financial resources is explained by the fact that the most mobile their part is
capital, in particular. The positive result of globalization of financial means is that in modern
conditions the relative “hunger” to respective resources has disappeared, therefore, in devel-
oped and developing countries capital (primarily in monetary form) is not a scarce resource.
In addition, globalization also increases competition in the domestic financial markets and
thereby reduces the cost of financial services. In terms of the abovementioned, is important to
note that financial resources, particularly capital in monetary form, is the main condition for
functioning of supranational reproduction processes and simultaneously the means to realize
functions of the global economic servicing system, i.e. international production infrastructure.
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The existing forms of investment and industrial cooperation, which are the foundation of
global economic reproduction process, provide for the presence of such elements of global indus-
trial infrastructure (Internet, information technologies) that at the same time ensure global finan-
cial flows. Considering the global economy as a system, it can be argued that means of commu-
nication, ensuring global financial flows, serve as global industrial infrastructure elements.

The development, expansion and modernization of the objects of global industrial infra-
structure depend on investment volumes that may emerge at the expense of both state budget
and private equity. Hereby, the development of science-based investment strategy in a country
makes it possible to establish certain relationships between different sources of finance for
infrastructure projects. Direct financing of industrial infrastructure objects from the state
budget and attraction of private investment allows detecting positive and negative conse-
quences of this process. The latter arise when a state displaces private investment, i.e. increase
in public spending on the development of infrastructure objects leads to adequate cost reduc-
tions in private sector. Hereby, the effect of displacement occurs when a state finances infra-
structure projects that are attractive to private equity (specific industries, oil and gas, etc.).

Foreign expertise of formation of the investment potential witnesses the use of advanced
forms of cooperation between public and private sectors. The so-called types of partnerships,
taking place in developed countries, help to attract possible investments for the development
and modernization of production infrastructure in time. The main types of partnerships in-
clude government contracts, leases, joint ventures and concessions. Thereby, the state dele-
gates its rights to the private sector. In recent decades, concessions have become the most
widespread. This form of partnership enables adequate cooperation between the state and pri-
vate equity. The latter is free in making various types of decisions on the implementation of
infrastructure projects, and thus, a real possibility of sharing risks between the parties when
investing into industrial infrastructure objects is created.

The minimum requirement for infrastructure investment to support economic growth is
3.5 % of global GDP or USD 57 trillion. However, in most countries infrastructure is under-
financed by 20—40 %. Public investment comprises about 65 %, however, the possibility of its
further increase is limited by high debt load and state budget deficits. The role of private in-
vestment, accounting for 35 % of the infrastructure investment, is significantly increasing.
Governments of different countries are developing incentives to attract investors and to find
a reasonable balance of risk and return of infrastructure projects [8].

For decades, many countries have not invested enough in infrastructure. This led not only
to a sort of discomfort in everyday life, but (which is even worse) to emergence of barriers to
economic growth. To address the infrastructure deficit requires significant cash injections;
however, their search is only part of the issue facing governments. It is also necessary to re-
form the planning process of infrastructure facilities and supervision of their implementation.
Society cannot afford to put up with projects which cost is rapidly getting out of control.

Only in order to ensure globally projected growth rates the volume of annual investment in
transport, energy, telecommunication and water supply systems is necessary to be increased from
USD 2.5 to 3.3 trillion and maintained at this level until 2030 [6]. However, despite the obvious
need for such actions, investment in infrastructure has reduced in reality — after the 2008 global
financial crisis, this phenomenon has been witnessed in 11 countries of the “Big Twenty”.

The countries’ governments could more actively attract private investment, starting with
ensuring certainty in regulation and allowing investors to set tariffs that provide reasonable
returns taking account of all the risks. In general, governments should take up creation of
a market that would efficiently connect institutional investors seeking stable long-term in-
come with projects that require funding.

These investors manage assets worth of about USD 120 trillion, so the issue is not in the
lack of capital, but in the lack of well-prepared projects. One possible solution to this problem
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would be to create the regulatory and institutional framework needed to ensure consistent
flows of funds from institutional investors from developed countries into projects of develop-
ing countries, where a huge number of people still needs affordable basic infrastructure [9].

Institutional investors have significant potential for investment in infrastructure, and infra-
structure assets are the most suitable for investment by pension funds and insurance compa-
nies, as they are not dependent on the economic cycle and do not correlate with other asset
classes, as well as have long-term and stable operating cash flow.

Increase of investment in infrastructure is a proven and reliable way to stimulate economic
growth. In the short term, increased investment in infrastructure creates jobs, in the medium
term, it stimulates economic growth, and in the long term, — reduces transportation costs of
businesses and improves the quality of life. According to experts from the OECD, with the
doubling of world GDP by 2035, the volumes of passenger air traffic for the same period will
have increased by 2.5 times, cargo air traffic — three-fold, and transportation of containers —
four-fold [10]. At the same time, the capacity of existing transport corridors between Asia and
Europe will enable to increase cargo turnover on average by another 50 %, which will be uti-
lized within 6-8 years. Given that the design, construction and expansion of large infrastruc-
ture facilities will take years, decisions on funding mechanisms should be made anon. Ac-
cording to McKinsey, an additional 1% of GDP of infrastructure investment will create
3.4 million new jobs in India, 1.5 million jobs in the USA or 1.3 million jobs in Brazil [6].

Credit financing is a primary source of infrastructure development, particularly in the least de-
veloped countries (Table), due to the unfavorable factors of external economic and legal environ-
ments. The share of equity finance in projects of infrastructure development ranges from 1 to 30 %,
with about 20 % being the most frequent. Bond financing is the most attractive for the purpose of
implementation of public-private partnership (PPP) projects and is almost never used in the least
developed countries. This is due to the following reasons: municipal and subfederal bonds issued in
public-private partnership projects have a higher credit rating and investment attractiveness, which
is particularly important in terms of developing economies; developing countries and countries
with emerging financial markets cannot ensure favorable conditions for investors.

Trends in global economic development demand to create sustainable infrastructure that
produces controlled effects for the three interrelated systems: economy (promote economic
growth, job creation, fiscal and tax efficiency), environment (resistance to environmental
risks, meet high efficiency and environmental standards) and social sector (best meet the
needs of all population groups, elimination of social inequality).

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1J Global Project financing and infrastructure Journal global overview reflects the domi-
nance of bank credit, in broad terms (Fig.). In particular, it refers to various credit schemes for
different purposes (primary, extra investment, refinancing debt, etc.) and stages of projects
development. It is noteworthy that the volume of loans from financial development institu-
tions in recent years has decreased and in 2015 slightly exceeded volumes of project bonds.
The decline may be due to quality of the loan portfolio. Within some development institu-
tions, the share of good loans does not exceed 30 % [7].

Projects usually do not necessarily have a good and predictable yield, which leads to bad
debts and reduces opportunities for further expansion of the bank's credit portfolio. Another
important aspect is the cycle of economic development and the corresponding risk appetite
of institutional investors. For example, after the financial crisis of 2008-2009, the general
trend shift of investment of pension savings from risky shares into alternative sources with
less risk, including investment in infrastructure, has been traced. Such situation is more pecu-
liar to economic nature of risk management by institutional investors that are focused on long
planning horizons due to the long-term structure of their liabilities.

The study from the Bank for International Settlements (BIS) [11] also compares the volu-
mes of syndicated project loans and infrastructure bonds. In particular, the BIS experts show
that for the last 20 years syndicated lending to infrastructure projects has significantly in-
creased both in developed and developing countries. The leaders in volume terms are coun-
tries from the Asia-Pacific region. The sharp increase in syndicated loans may be associated
with post-crisis period of loose monetary policy in the analyzed countries. In this case, as well
as the OECD, the BIS shows the prevalence of loans over project bonds in all the studied re-
gions. For the purpose of more detailed analysis of proportions between tools of financing of
infrastructure projects, data on more than 270 transactions in Australia, Brazil, India, Indone-
sia, Mexico, Peru, Turkey, Chile, actually concluded (i.e. with a signed agreement) in 2015,
were analyzed. The sample of countries was formed with respect to the index of attractiveness
for private infrastructure investment (Risk/Reward Index). The exception is Australia, which

was chosen as the benchmark country for infrastructure investment, as being one of the cen-
ters of the use of best practices [3, p. 33].

Conclusions. Thus, globalization poses new requirements for establishment, operation,
forms of financing and utilization of infrastructure facilities that meet high standards of
productivity, environmental and socio-economic efficiency. State budget deficit, rising public
debt and lack of efficiency of public investment spending have cut infrastructure funding
from the state and promoted involvement of private equity into projects. Initially, corporate
finance was a popular form of private sector participation in infrastructure projects, where in-
frastructure assets are recorded on the balance sheet of a private commercial organization.
This financing scheme is popular in construction of utilities, pipelines, etc. Debt capital in-
struments — loans and bonds — are the most significant sources of infrastructure financing and
ensure the ability to take into account the characteristics of infrastructure assets.
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PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF THE DEPOSIT BASE
MODERNIZATION OF THE BANKING SYSTEM OF UKRAINE

Deposit portfolio of the banking system of Ukraine was researched. its position in complex of the banking resources was
determined, residents’ structure and dynamics were considered, comparison of the key quantitative parameters with the EU
countries-members was conducted, problem of involving deposit resources were shown. Diagnostic of the current state of the
investment activity of the banking system of Ukraine was conducted, its correlations with the volume and ageing structure of the
deposit portfolio was analyzed. World experience on deposit resources mobilization and activation by the banking investing
were studied, recommendations of its use in Ukraine were elaborated.

Key words: deposit portfolio, deposit resources; investment activity of the banking system.
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Problem setting. At the present moment, in the period of acute social and economic cri-
sis, the issue of searching potential sources of financial resources for implementing strategi-
cally important investment projects with the purpose of national economy of Ukraine trans-
formation, is urgent. Studying the experience of the leading countries of the world states that
the strong cluster of the subjects of the investment activity can be the banking system. In case
if appropriate number of financial resources is available, especially long term ones, is finances
actively such projects, flavoring economy development and receiving stable profits.

In other words, banking system and financial-credit establishments of Ukraine could not
only provide efficiency of its functioning, but stimulate renewal of the state economy. Diag-
nostics of the resource base of the banking system of our country states about its limiting that
brakes investment activity and processes of extended renewal. One of the main reasons of the
monetary funds deficit in comparison with highly developed countries of the world is volume
of their deposit portfolio, especially funds of long term character.

Under these conditions, need to conduct system investigation of the client deposit data base of
Ukraine rises: dynamics of its volume, share in the structure of the banks’ financial resources,
finding the reasons and problems of the deposits attracting. Studying the world experience con-
cerning spreading deposit portfolio and stimulating physical and legal entities to perform bank
deposits with the purpose of their adapting to the Ukrainian realities, are considered to be urgent.
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Analysis of the recent researches and publications. To the issues of involving deposit
resources by the baking system domestic and foreign scholars constantly pay attention. Prob-
lematic aspects of the deposits attracting in Ukraine are lightened in the works of U.S. Shvets
[2], O.V. Koshonko [3], O.1. Bereslavska [8], O.M. Ignatova and other authors. To the search
of the newest managerial tools for improvement of such resources management, the works of
N.I. Volkova [1], L.A. Avramchuk [4], V.P. Gmyria [5], P. Vruusk [6], M. Vahrenburg
and B. Kaffenberg are devoted [7].

Defining of not solved before parts of the general problem. Notwithstanding consider-
able number of the scientific works devoted to the problems and prospects of attracting depos-
it resources by the banking system of Ukraine, a lot of issues are left to be not fully revealed.

In particular, that concerns complex diagnostics of the client deposit data base as a poten-
tial sources of the investments in the national economy. Comprehensive profile analysis of the
leading countries of the world have not been conducted, including the states — members of the
EU on issues of stimulating the monetary deposits in the banking establishments. Insufficient
study of these aspects stipulates urgency of performing investigations in these directions with
the purpose of propositions producing concerning deposit processes upgrading in Ukraine.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is investigation of the volumes and
structure of the client deposit data base of the banking system of Ukraine as a possible source
of investing strategically important for the economy of the state projects, finding out the prob-
lems of attracting the deposits and search and basing of the ways of the problem solving con-
sidering the experience of the countries — the EU members.

Statement of the main material. According to the Strategy of the banking system devel-
opment for 2016-2020: “Synergy of banks development and economy industrialization”, the
process of the banking sector of Ukraine reforming is considered in close connection with the
new economic course of the state directed for the development of highly technological and
competitive industry [9].

It is envisaged by the document, that by successful functioning of the production in the state
and accelerated economic growth, sufficiently stable of the banking system shall flavor — the chief
creditor of the national economy in future. One of the biggest obstacles on the way of achieving
this purpose is the deficit of the attracted deposit resources as an important source of the monetary
base of the banks for investing strategical projects of the state economy (Scheme 1).

Researches of the dynamics of the client deposit portfolio of the domestic banking system
(time deposits and balances on demand) state about fluctuations of its total amount within 2010-
2016 (Scheme 2). At the end of 2010, funds share of the legal and physical entities in structure
of obligations made 54.6 %, and further increased to 75.9 % at the end of 2016 (though in 2014
the decrease was observed) [10—-16]. The main share in complex of the banks’ deposit portfolio
take term deposits of the individuals, positive dynamics of which (within 2010-2013) 1s con-
nected with gradual economic growth of the country, rate stability of the national currency
and trust return of the population to the activity of the domestic banking system.

In 2014 in connection with complicated social and economic situation and financial crisis
in Ukraine, amount of the term deposit of the individuals (in comparison with 2013) was
shortened for 10.6 %. Within 2015, further decrease of the term deposits took place (more
than for 13.0 %), connected with decreasing the level of the living standards of the popula-
tion, with inflation processes and deterioration of the banking system state. Within 2016, posi-
tive moment already appeared for investment activity of the banks when the amount namely
the term deposits of the individual increased nearly for 26.5 billion UAH [16].

With the purpose to increase monetary amount of the deposit portfolio of Ukraine, search of
the ways of the problem of attracting deposit resources of the individuals outside the banking
system, etc., are urgent. In our country, this direction of deposit portfolio forming is practically
not developed, while in the countries — the EU members significant share of such resources is
in non banking financial establishments [17].

In the period of our country integration to the European Union, comparison of the amount
of the deposit obligations in the context of separate countries, is urgent (Scheme 3).

By the NBU data, the deposit portfolio (all funds of the legal entities and the individuals)
in the banking system of Ukraine at the end of 2016 made 849.9 billion UAH, in other words

only 29.9 billion EURO (by the official NBU rate as of 31.12.2016 1 EURO =

28.42 UAH).

Notwithstanding the tendency to the portfolio growth within the recent period, it is considera-
bly lower than in majority of the EU countries. Such situation brakes the development of the
national economy, since it negatively influences the amount of crediting of the investment
projects, which is an important component of the banking system activity (Scheme 4).

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Among the directions of the investment activity, the banks should special attention to the
projects crediting that flavor the development of the real sectors of the economy. If to conduct
diagnostics of the capital investments figures made on account of the banking credits issued to
the economic entities within the recent seven years (Scheme 5), then the conclusions are quite
interesting.

Within the investigation period, amounts of the capital investments have got significant
fluctuations that are clearly connected with the general state of the national economy of
Ukraine, periods of the financial crisis and social-political situation in the state. Nowadays,
attracted in investment of the real sector of the economy resources of the banking system of
Ukraine are scarce in comparison with the projects of the EU countries. Herewith, starting
from 2014, tendency to sharp decrease of the capital investments weight of the banking estab-
lishments can be observed. To a large extent, it is due to the decrease of the banking system
activity and withdrawal from the market many insolvent banks.

Except the amounts of the attracted by the banks funds, with the purpose of successful use
of the deposit portfolio as a potential investment source, an important factor is term structure of
the portfolio. By officialdata as of the end of December 2016, deposits share of the individuals
for the term more than 6 months made less 40.0 % [18], and the deposits share of the residents
for the tern for more than 2 years made only 3.0 % by the results of 2015. Thus, the strategy of
the banking system development of Ukraine for the period: “Synergy of the banks development
and economy industrialization” had a part of long term deposits and is considered of the urgent
obstacle to strategically important projects implementing [9].

Studying the experience of the EU countries states about the opportunity to implement scale
programs of the social-economic development only on condition of stable long term crediting.
For instance, with the purpose of these aims of the European Union achieving, the European in-
vestment bank was founded, that conducts long term investment crediting, consulting and aegis.

To activate the processes of attracting deposit resources to the banking system of Ukraine,
we should determine the problems that brake that process and need to be solved:

— lack of perfect legal framework and low level of the population trust to the banking system;

— inappropriate development of the relations with the society, low public awareness;

— comparatively narrow assortment of the deposit services;
lack of the practice of the deposit programs elaboration individually for the client;
small amount of the clients deposits guaranteeing, the lowest in Europe (except Moldova).
According to the Directive 94/19/EU, the sum of the deposits insurance makes 100 000 EURO,
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and in Ukraine - 200 000 UAH. By official data, only 54.0 % of all deposits in Ukraine are in-
sured (to compare, in Romania — 91.0 %, in Croatia — 83.0 %);

— inflation process in Ukraine that make impossible to conduct optimal interests policy
oriented for decreasing interest rate by the deposits. By official data, within 2014-2016 CPI
was significantly higher the amount of the deposit resources, that explains unreasonableness
to invest by the clients funds to the banking system of Ukraine (Scheme 6).

Decrease of the inflation level could callow on practice implement strategy of gradual de-
crease of interest rate by the deposits. That might potentially flavor to decrease the amount of
lending resources, activating the crediting processes (in particular, for the enterprises and indi-
viduals), to increase credit quality of the clients. The situation is somewhat mitigated by quite
high interest rates by the deposits in USD [22], that stimulates their investing in the banks.

Research of the EU countries experience concerning solving the analogous problems and rec-
ommendations elaboration for elaborations of these countries adapting to the Ukrainian realities,
are urgent. The researches state that the important condition for successful functioning of the bank-
ing system are efficient PR-company — constant relations with the population, increasing the public
awareness, grounded agitation work, monitoring conducting on some necessary issues, image im-
proving of the banking establishments, advertising of the banking products and services, etc.

Currently, connections with the public in Ukraine are implemented due to periodical con-
ducting topic measures, participation in which take mostly specialists in economics, and func-
tioning of continuously upgraded NBU site , on which only small part of information is general-
ly understandable and can be quickly accessed. Creation of Internet-source with clearly
produced data and interestingly presented for mass perception, is feasible. The same measures
can be implemented in periodicals for older people. As it can be shown from the experience,
active official information increases the population trust to the banking system, flavors to in-
creasing the part of informed citizens.

Spreading the deposit services nomenclature is possible on account of implementing in
Ukraine technological innovations, one of which is electronic trade using bank cards on the
Internet organized by the credit establishment (Internet-acquiring). This process implementing
does not require big capital investments, elaboration of relevant software can be made by lo-
cal specialists. Easing settlement operations could stimulate the clients attracting. One more
innovation could be spreading the use of “premier accounts” — complex accounts with wide
range of services for rich clients [23].

A big number of the Ukrainian, temporarily working abroad and accumulating significant
savings, keep monetary funds in cash or make their transaction to the relatives due to impos-
sibility and the procedure complication of deposit opening. Signing the agreements by the
banking establishments of Ukraine with foreign banks on execution of orders of deposit open-
ing on their behalf, as on practice of the EU countries, is feasible [7].
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To promote funds depositing of the citizens with high profit, producing of special programs
on conditions of higher deposits insurance and loyal terms of money withdrawal, is urgent.

To upgrade the system of the deposit insurance considering the European experience, it is
necessary to perform the following measures [6]:

— extending the spectrum of the insured clients (non profitable companies and small enter-
prises, etc.);

— increasing the insured deposit amount;

— reforming the Fund of the individuals deposits insurance to increase their paying capacity;

— information explaining to the clients receiving written confirmation about information
acquiring to avoid number of conflict situations.

Quite disputable, especially among the investors, is the issue of low interest rate in
Ukraine. In our point of view, increasing the deposit rate is feasible, since it shall immediately
influence on credit rates increase, in Ukraine they are too high. To compare, we’d like to
submit deposit rates in the EU countries (Scheme 7).

The researches show that deposit rates in Ukraine are significantly higher than in the EU
countries. Not big payments for deposits allocation in the European banks is explained by low
inflation level, stability of the banking system operation and minimal risks. Interest rate by the
deposits in these countries is considered as decent pay for safe money keeping [18]. Citizens
of the European Union, that are seeking to receive bigger profits from their deposits, invest
money in shares and debt securities, that are more risked operations.

Currently in Ukraine, there are many problems that should be solved — high inflation level
and not stable operation of the banking sector. Thus, it is feasible, to improve normative-legal
providing with adopting separate legislation act concerning the deposit processes to unify and
standardize them on the whole territory of Ukraine , as well the number of requirement to the
norms of the banking establishments.

Extending the deposit portfolio opens wide opportunities for the banking system of Ukraine
allowing to invest attracted funds in active and financial assets. However, positive result of the
banks’ investment activity for the state economy and the banking sphere itself can be achieved
only on condition of efficient use of these resources, Currently in Ukraine, there are a lot of

At the present moment, the main type of the investment activity of the bank in Ukraine in
the real sector of economy crediting of the economic entities is considered. Gradual decrease
of the interest rates and change of the deposit portfolio structure (in direction of the long term
resources increase) shall allow to optimize credit-investment banks’ activity: to decrease the
credits amount; to decrease the risks of not returning the loans; to activate long term crediting
for financial scale and strategically important programs of the national economy.

Ukraine, investments of the banking system in serious projects or direct financing of the
innovating programs are not developed, that can be explained by: unfavorable social-
economic situation and imperfect legislation framework, complicated procedure and high
risks of the projects implementation; insufficient level of the industrial-financial groups de-
velopment and lack of free economic zones; weak connection of the real and financial sectors
of the economic system of the state.

Thus, stimulating of the investment processes of the banking system of Ukraine can be
made by: flexible tax policy of the state with providing incentives by investment operations;
conducting by the National Bank of Ukraine long term refinancing of the banks; review of the
normative requirements and limits of investing.

As well solving of the problem of profile staff providing of the banks will favor to receiv-
ing maximally efficient banks providing, that shall allow to create perfect management sys-
tem by the investment projects, to assist the client-lenders to choose the objects of investing,
to manage the investment projects, etc.

Conclusions. In the developed countries, the banks are not the creators of the additional
problems in economy, but strong financial subjects and active participants of the processes of
extended renewal. Analysis of the EU countries experience with comparing important finan-
cial indexes in context of separate state (monetary amount of the deposits and their interest
rate) allowed to elaborate practically grounded recommendations concerning solving im-
portant issues for the domestic banking sector.
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Even in the problematic conditions, to slow down economic fall of the domestic banking
system, it is necessary to consider experience of the EU countries and to improve own devel-
opment with activating forming of internal deposit and investment flows. Researches of the
deposit resources of the banking system of Ukraine state the availability of significant portfo-
lio potential in case of solving the above mentioned problems and creating necessary condi-
tions for investments attracting of the perspective clients.

An important aspect that influences the state of the deposit data base of the banking system of
Ukraine is investigation of the inflation process in the country that does not stimulate funds invest-
ing to the banks by the clients, especially by the population. Considerable inflation level does not
allow to introduce on practice strategy of gradual decrease of the deposit interest rate that are the
prerequisites of the banking loans costs. High interest rates by the credits only brake the processes
of long term crediting that does not allow to implement the projects of social-economic develop-
ment of the country and increase payment ability of the clients — legal entities and individuals.

Our country can implement the measures concerning stimulating the processes of funds
investing to the banking system to overcome financial crisis and activate investing of strategi-
cally important projects, to improve business climate and start creating of competitive policy
only on condition of price and financial stability.
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VENTURE FINANCING IN UKRAINE
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BEHUYYPHOE ®UHAHCUPOBAHUE B YKPAUHE

This paper serves to describe key theoretical basises of venture financing. The venture investments market of Ukraine has
been analysed, main problems and negative factors, restraining development of venture finance investments, were investigated,
and solutions for their handling have been proposed. The study of the domestic market of venture investments outlined its
tendencies for the recent years. Venture financing characteristic features and weaknesses have been determined. The structure of
the assets of venture funds have also been investigated and noted that most of them do not focus on high-tech development.

Articulation of the problem. Innovation activity is thought to be a key component of
economic growth and science and technological development in the country. Most developed
countries have a strategy of long-term economic growth that is built on the move towards the
innovation-based development. Venture investment is one of the most important sources for
innovative processes. Venture activity is a significant form of financing the innovation sector
targeted at stimulation of innovative progresses both at the individual enterprise and on the
innovation market, in general. It helps to reach a higher level of goods and services competi-
tiveness, improve occupational attainment of the personnel and increase technical level.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. The problem of innovational activity
venture financing is nothing new for our scientists. L. Antoniuk, Yu. Bazhal, Z. Varnalii,
S. Hlaziev, V. Heets, 1. Hroznii, V. Lokshyn, P. Zavlyn, A. Peresada, A. Porychnyk,
P. Fedorovych and others were involved in studying its various aspects. However, the issue of
venture investment requires further researches.

Outlining of the parts of the general problem that remained unresolved. Developed
countries use venture industry in order to ensure faster usage of advanced technologies and
improvement of the goods and services competitiveness. Domestic enterprises are now unable
to modernize and reconstruct industrial processes, as well as develop and introduce innovative
products at own expense. The need of financial resources in times of crisis is extremely no-
ticeable in Ukrainian economics. That’s why the venture capital should be used as a target
investment in the innovative solutions, becoming a driving force for the introduction of the
innovative technologies at the domestic enterprises.

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This article is aimed at evaluation of innovative activity venture financing condition
in Ukraine and prospects for further development.

Discussion of the basic material. The concept “venture” in English means “risk”, “risky
start”, “risky enterprise” etc. Some venture financing schemes were used back in the first half
of the 20th century, although an onrush of venture capital took place only after World War II
in the United States of America. Tom Perkins, Eugene Kleiner, Frank Cofield and other citi-
zens of the USA back in the 50-60s of the 20th century were the founding fathers of this kind
of business, creating new fundamental concepts for financing organization: creation of ven-
ture funds partnerships; fund raising from the limited liability partnerships and setting up the
rules for interest defense; usage of the status of a prime sponsor [1].

The meaning of venture business is as follows:

— results in creation of new capable enterprise units;

— supports technical re-equipment of traditional economic sectors;

— 1s a generator of the brand new ideas, that will become fundament for scientific and
technological breakthrough;

— requires creation of a special credit and financial system, basically the venture capital [3].

Currently venture business is both the most efficient and the most risky part of innovative
financing. According to the Law of Ukraine “On institutions of mutual investment (share
and corporate investment funds)”, venture fund is a non-diversified mutual investment institu-
tion of closed type working only with the private placement of own production securities
whose assets amount to more than 50 percent of corporate rights and securities, that are for-
bidden for trades at stock exchange or trade and informational system [4].

Generally speaking venture financing is long-term financial investments with a high risk
in shares of newly created, small innovative firms that are focused on the development
and production of high-tech products, in order to develop and expand them thus receiving in-
come from the growth of invested money [2].

Ukraine’s ventures are created like institutions of mutual investment and their develop-
ment have a back story.

Depending on their occurrence, Ukraine’s venture funds development can be divided into 2
phases. The first phase covers 1992-2001 and may be characterized by creation and functioning
of 7 venture funds owing to foreign investments. Throughout the period, common investments
of these funds were calculated to be 127.5 million USD. However, the targets of investments
were different from those being regular for venture funds towards less risky traditional brunch-
es. The second phase started in 2001, after the Law of Ukraine "On institutions of mutual in-
vestment (share and corporate investment funds)" was adopted and still remains effective. Crea-
tion of some part of venture funds by the citizens of Ukraine is to be its main feature [7].

Activity of professional participants of CIS is continued to be shutting down in Ukraine.
Thus, in 2015 the amount of venture funds was 992 that’s 4 % less than in 2013 (Table 1) [6].

The value of venture funds net assets in the period of 2010-2015 is constantly increasing
and it is calculated to be 189 908 millions UAH in 2015, that’s 103 469 millions UAH more
(or by 119 %) than in 2010. Portfolio structure of the CIS venture assets shows that main
share, that constantly grows during 20102015, is occupied by other assets. The part of debt
securities, particularly exchange bills and bonds of the enterprises, during the period being
studied, decreases and shows only 5,8 % and 3,8 % in 2015, correspondingly (Table 2).

Today venture funds in Ukraine have found their place on the market ensuring good profits,
as confirmed by the analytic data of Ukrainian association of investment business on their profit-
making capacity for 2015. Table 3 has 10 most profitable venture funds in Ukraine.

Ukrainian venture capital is more likely to release middle risk investment projects. The
most attractive spheres for investments still are building, real estate, agriproduct processing,
food industry, retail business, while Western Europe and USA invest in innovations. Accord-
ing to the data of Ukrainian association of investment business, venture funds that invest in
real estate are 60 % of mutual investment institutions total amount, while the share of invested
money in innovative technologies is 1 % [5].

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Some Ukrainian venture funds own significant financial resources, that is proved by the
value of net assets of top 10 venture funds at the end of 2015 (Figure 1). The highest value of
the net assets is owned by the VCNCIF "Unibudinvest" (7.59 billion UAH), the second place
goes to the Investment Fund "Development Agro" (6.95 billion UAH), and PVIF “Integral-
BudInvest” takes the third place (4.5 billion UAH).

One of the main problems of Ukrainian venture funds activity is that financing doesn’t go
to the innovative development of the economy of the country. The difference in main indexes
of venture funds development confirms the low level of theoretical development of the issue
and the lack of required attention from the state.

The development of venture funds is limited by the following negative factors:

— weak legislative framework. The concept of “venture business” can be noticed through
some legislation acts of Ukraine during many years, but there’s still no given explanation of
aim, functions and principles of venture funds and firms;

— lack of venture financing sources and restrictions on money attraction from different
participants (individuals, for example);

— science knowledge generating sector worsening;

— lack of quality projects having powerful marketing strategy and significant potential ca-
pacity of the market;

— lack of the skilled professionals in venture management sphere, being aware of the
technologies of detection and selection of promising innovative projects, as well as estimation
of their future efficiency with a high enough level of probability;

— developed shadow economy [5].

The main obstacles of venture financing development are weakness of venture infrastruc-
ture, low liquidity of venture innovation investments due to underdevelopment of the fund
market, insufficient information support and lack of transparency in business.
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Conclusions and suggestions. In order to solve the problems mentioned, it is necessary
for Ukraine to provide attractive terms for the development of a high-risk investment, develop
a special system of motivation from the state for the creation of venture funds and companies.
Constant monitoring of innovation sphere conditions, improvement of the defense of intellec-
tual property rights, as well as ensuring the necessary informational support of venture inves-
tors with a high level of legitimacy and transparency of information are required. Propaganda
of the appropriate venture business culture is an important issue, that’s why highly qualified
specialists should be trained and positive image of venture financing should be created.

The article considers and classifies the institutional factors of successful implementation of innovation-investment pro-

vators for the development and implementation of a large number of innovation and investment projects that would concern a
wide range of enterprises, primarily small and medium-sized enterprises. Internal institutional foundations for successful
implementation of innovation and investment projects are the organization of interaction between project participants,
among which methods are distinguished by subjective and objective forms, and the difficulty lies primarily in the fact that soft
(subjective) methods are in fact decisive.

Problem Formulation. Implementation desired innovative changes and structural changes in
the economy is nothing but the realization aggregate of large, medium and small projects of enti-
ties connected with new technologies, products, developing new markets and raw materials, or-
ganizational changes. The absence of real (related to the development and improvement of enter-
prises and organizations) projects, the term "innovative development" gets just a linguistic value.

Ukraine today is not characterized by massive implementation of projects, because in-
vestments in the country basically are insufficient, as evidence of dangerous dynamics fixed
assets depreciation: this index is increasing every year, and if in 2000 amounted to 43.7 % [1],
in 2014 - already 83.5 % [2]. The main reason for lack of investment is a significant increase
of its risk [3] due to the instability and unfavorable political and legal environment, as well as
the inability to force contractors to fulfill the obligations (related to both unfair and ineffective
courts) that in general is an institutional problem. Thus, consideration of institutional founda-
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tions for the effectiveness of implementation of innovative investment projects as an example
of global and domestic experience is relevant.

Analysis of the recent research and publications. Among the authors of publications of
foreign and domestic scientists devoted to problems of institutional framework of economic
development we can highlight the following authors: A. Gumenyuk, D. North, A. Krysovatyy,
M. Olson, V.Polterovych and others. Development of the theory of project management is
reflected in the works of these scientists: W. Berens, M. Butko, S. Bushuev, W. Verba,
A. Zagorodny, S. Moskvin, G. Tarasyuk, G. Tian, P. Havranek and others.

Allocation of previously unresolved parts of a common problem. Relevance of the re-
search institutional framework effectiveness of the implementation of innovation and investment
projects in terms of both global and domestic experience of Ukraine due to the complexity of the
institutional environment and the problem of lack of conformity in the mass implementation of
innovation and investment projects, leading to the destruction of the country's economic potential.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to study and classify the institutional
factors of the effectiveness of the implementation of innovative and investment projects and
develop the necessary measures to improve the institutional framework of Ukraine for mass
implementation of innovation and investment projects.

Basic material. Development and implementation of investment projects is the main and
only method for ensuring the investment development of the enterprise, region, industry,
country. According to M.P. Butko [4], there are no other methods of structural transformation
of the economy, except for a clear system of organization and management of investment and
innovation processes through project management.

A national model for managing of innovation and development projects at all levels, from
corporation to state, is the most effective tool in combating crises, this is the value of the pro-
ject approach [5], an effective combination of western management techniques to national
governance culture in accordance with the rational strategy the development of the country
leads to prosperity, but mechanical copying of the western and eastern models and manage-
ment standards reduces the effectiveness of project management, innovation and the national
economy as a whole. Project management in modern conditions should include three compo-
nents: crisis management, project management and innovation management.

The implementation of projects envisages using a project methodology, the feature of which is
the requirement achieving the goals taking into account limitations, primarily time and cost. And in
developed countries, project management is not always successful in terms of achieving the goal
with the initial estimate and in due time. For Ukraine, international financial organizations general-
ly made amendments to these criteria in 2 and 3 times more than declared by the developers.

According to World Finance, the situation when only 10 % of the projects do without de-
lays and overspendings have been observed for at least 70 years, and there are no trends to
change this percentage [6]. Specialists from the School of Management of the University of
Lancaster and the business school of Manchester University identify the following main rea-
sons for the violation of deadlines and the excess of planned expenditures: the information on
which the project is based is false or misinterpreted; the rejection of the experience of previ-
ous difficulties and failures; distortion of information. They also highlight the key compo-
nents of the success of megaprojects: honesty and information openness, a realistic view of
things; a team representing all major participants takes on the direct management of the pro-
ject and all responsibility; quality of communications, prompt and unhindered mutual ex-
change of information between all project participants.

All these factors of project success and failure are institutional factors, therefore the project
analysis contains one the institutional analysis as main component, which takes on the task of
qualitative characterization of the impact on the project of its external environment, the possibil-
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ity of successful implementation under given conditions. Determination of the impact of exter-
nal factors (economic, political, legal, sociocultural, etc.) and internal factors (the level of quali-
fication of the project personnel, the management of the organization, the project, etc.) on the
possibility of successful project implementation is the main purpose [7] . We have highlighted
the institutional factors of success of the implementation of innovation and investment projects
on the basis of two criteria: formal and informal, as well as internal and external (Figure).

The institutions are singled out in a narrow and broad sense [8]: yes, in narrow - these are
the rules of economic interaction established by law and structures that ensure compliance
with these rules by all economic entities, using incentives of reward and punishment; In the
broad - is (1) the rules provided by custom or law; (2) legislative and regulatory standards
protecting the interests of economic entities and the state; (3) administrative structures that
ensure the satisfaction of the economic needs of society from the government and state finan-
cial bodies to commercial banks and commodity exchanges; (4) market culture and mentality.

V. Polterovich notes [9] that reforms often negatively affect production, increase uncer-
tainty and thereby make it difficult for investors to choose rational investment directions due
to the fact that they are the engine of redistribution processes, diverting resources from pro-
duction and not increasing the effectiveness of their use. The way out of the “trap of institu-
tional backwardness" is possible is the rational combination of institutional reforms and poli-
cies to stimulate economic growth. The possible way out of the "trap of institutional
backwardness” is the rational combination of institutional reforms and policies to stimulate
economic growth. This strategy is based on the bilateral dependence between the quality of
institutions and economic growth. In a fast-growing economy, many types of redistributive
activity lose their attractiveness, production investments become more profitable. In a grow-
ing economy, it becomes possible to change the proportions of the distribution of a national
product while raising the living standard of all social groups, not necessarily associated with
high costs. The rapid growth of the countries of the “economic miracle” began with relatively
weak institutions, their quality gradually improved. To solve the coordination problems, the
governments of these countries used a wide range of instruments, including indicative plan-
ning, preferential tariffs, partial exemption of export production from taxes, the creation of
government reserves to cover unforeseen losses in exports, accelerated depreciation of fixed
capital, soft loans, preferential tariffs for electricity, ect.

Other developed countries (USA, Germany, Great Britain, Japan, and Canada) also used a
significant range of benefits for the development of innovative activities of enterprises [10].
In Ukraine, for a while, tax methods of stimulating innovative investment projects have been
used, but since 2004, they began to be replaced by direct competitive public lending or invest-
ment, while the share of state and local budgets in capital investments fell from 9.2 % in 2010.
Up to 7.7 % in 2015, in our opinion, does not provide significant incentives for expanding the
implementation of investment projects. Through a poor investment climate and the practical
absence of indirect benefits for Ukraine is not typical of the massive implementation of projects.
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of innovation and investment projects

The organization of internal interaction of the project participants is a big problem, because of
the exchange of information between all project participants is a significant factor in the success
of the project, therefore the project manager usually spends about 90% of the time in the project
on communication. Through inefficient communications, 20% of projects are unsuccessful, and
bad communications have always been identified as a critical factor in failed projects [11]. Good
communication in the project, on the contrary, allows identifying and resolving conflicts, under-
standing even complex circumstances, and the common understanding leads to joint actions.

The emergence of the virtual projects market provided opportunities for an end-to-end infor-
mation partnership "supplier-producer-customer". In the conditions of direct contacts via the In-
ternet, these links can be turned into cooperation within the framework of individual projects,
aimed at collective search for ways to increase efficiency along the entire demand-to-consumption
chain, as well as sharing benefits. For example, the activities of Cisco System, General Electric,
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Dell, Ford, Visa and others [12] are organized. Already there is a transition from competition to
cooperation of the divisions of various organizations, because of which the "unified information
field of the project" is formed, a collective of like-minded developers of a joint project that pro-
vides for a significant reduction in costs. The main threats to the formation of such an environ-
ment are: the problem of security of the information project environment, because of the incom-
pleteness of legislation in the field of information technology and the uncertainty of the status of
project participants, especially external ones; the level of informational, organizational and corpo-
rate culture of the project participants is not the same (sometimes insufficient).

Many methods are used for organizing the interaction, concerning both objective forms (tree
of works, organizational structure, network graphs, resource tree) and subjective (or soft) - the
coordination of values, culture, goals, communications. Note that the complexity lies primarily
in the fact that soft forms are determining, since in management (as in the theory of systems) it
1s known that the existence of any organization (system) depends on its mission and set goals.
The loss of goals entails the destruction or reformatting of the organization (system). To clarify
and agree on the goals of all participants is a rather difficult task, especially if state authorities
are joining the participants. Clarifying and agreeing the goal of all participants is a rather diffi-
cult task, especially if state authorities are joining the participants.

R. Akoff pointed out the importance of coordinating goals and tasks [13]. He suggested do the
following at the stage of formulating goals and tasks: 1) define goals and translate them into the
language of tasks, resulting in a schedule of tasks; 2) provide a clear description of all tasks and
develop measures to assess progress in each of them; 3) exclude conflicts (or develop means to
solve them) between tasks, that is, decide what to do if the fulfillment of one task hinders the per-
formance of the other. So, they were asked to eliminate possible conflicts based on the assessment
and harmonization of performance indicators. The need for the team to have a project success
metric is defined as their main KPI (Key Performance Indicators), is justified in foreign sources
[14]. So, in this methodical approach is the intersection of both objective and subjective methods.

The complexity of formulating the target orientation of the consulting project is due, in the
opinion of V.A. Verba [15], to the uniqueness and originality of the tasks of the project and
the properties of the modern enterprise (client) as an open system, functions and develops,
within and outside which there are various dynamic (cyclical or chaotic) processes, to fix the
parameters of the changes which are not possible. In addition, observance of the parameters
for the result of the consulting project is difficult to forecast because of the emergence of new
initiatives generated already during its implementation. For consulting projects aimed at the
development of client organizations, it is expediently for the project participants to coordinate
the results of the consultation as a state of the economic system with a clear traffic vector clar-
ifying the qualitative and quantitative parameters of the tasks of the individual phases of the
project, can significantly influence the timing of its implementation and determine the amount
of resources for implementation project, which should be determined by the stages of imple-
mentation of specific works, according to the achieved results of previous project stages.

A.N. Medvedeva draws attention to the stage of coordinating the objectives of the project,
but from the point of view of values [16]. Thus, she believes that the most relevant task of
managing stakeholder interaction appears in the project milestones, when the project mana-
gement, together with all interested parties, has to make decisions on further development of
the project taking into account actual significant changes in the environment. The existing
practices of managing interactions in similar situations are typical for flexible project man-
agement methods that are applied in the IT field. Typically, such practices emphasize the sub-
conscious creation of an enabling environment for stakeholder interaction and can only be ef-
fective with the consistency of their values, and determines their compliance with the concept
of partnership in the context of the existing project culture. The maximum permissible level
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of heterogeneity of stakeholders in terms of value indicators serves as a consistency criterion.
In cultural environments that do not meet these requirements, the implementation of interac-
tion becomes problematic, causes project failures and requires purposeful value-oriented
management not in an intuitive manner, but with the help of specific effective methods.

One of the important factors of the management team success is the correspondence of the
goals and values of management to the organizational culture of the company where the pro-
ject is being implemented, or the companies participating in the project. Since the formation
of the production climate, corporate spirit, and the creation of values is a long process, the
possibility of changing the philosophy of the organization, its ethical norms and traditions in
the process of project implementation is practically absent. Therefore, the integration of the
goals and beliefs of project management with the organization culture, that implement the
project, the value system of investors can become a pledge of successful preparation and ope-
ration of the project. In the case that all the participants in the project share the same system
of values and priorities, it is easy to build cooperation relationships. Involvement in the pro-
ject management executives, style and motivation of which are significantly different from
the conditions prevailing in the organization of the project is a mistake. It should be remem-
bered: the implementation of similar projects, but in a different entrepreneurial environment
(a small high-tech company, a large, stable company, a state enterprise) requires the relevant
experience of the team and management style [7].

As individuals, people tend to make their behavior adapt to the prevailing culture. If this
culture promotes communication and encourages high standards, and translates failures into
learning opportunities, the potential of a communication culture is high. The converse is also
true. It is necessary to eliminate communication problems systematically in the organization
in order to reduce the risk of failure. In an open communication environment, people can have
a difficult conversation, otherwise they could handle badly, and then achieve the most effec-
tive results. Knowing that failing is good, because there is a culture of learning - one in which
people can recognize that they do not know — and this provides the necessary platform for
mastering the skills needed to expand the boundaries, and achieve success [14]. Differences in
views, expectations, values and personalities can contribute to the good or conflict situation.
Conflicts develop when individual interests become more important than broader organiza-
tional goals, and the involved people forget the essence of the overall goals and results of the
team. It is extremely important for employees, especially for senior positions, to be active and
determined to identify real problems and bottlenecks. This otherwise leads to a deterioration
in the quality of work, communication problems and commercial losses.

Conclusions and offers. In the article we classified and examined the institutional factors
of the success of the innovative investment projects implementation with their separation into
formal and informal, as well as external and internal. The complexity of the external institu-
tional environment for the implementation of projects in Ukraine makes it necessary to have
additional motivators for the development and implementation of a large number of innova-
tion and investment projects that concerned a wide range of enterprises, primarily small and
medium-sized enterprises. Internal institutional foundations for successful implementation of
innovative investment projects are the organization of interaction between project partici-
pants, among which methods are distinguished by subjective and objective forms, and the dif-
ficulty lies primarily in the fact that soft (subjective) methods are in fact decisive.
